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Preface

The content of Follow the Lamb and Sing New Songs is divided into two parts: hymns of God’s words, and hymns of church life.

The hymns of Almighty God’s words are entirely drawn from selected passages of The Word Appears in the Flesh and Records of Talks of Christ of the Last Days. I

The process of being moved by the Holy Spirit is the process of man’s disposition being changed. A life where one is not moved by the Holy Spirit is not a spiritual life, it’s a life of religious ritual.

IV

Only those who are often moved by the Holy Spirit, and are often enlightened and illuminated by the Holy Spirit, have entered into spiritual life. Man’s disposition constantly changes as he prays. The more God’s Spirit moves him, the more proactive and submissive he becomes. So, too, will his heart gradually be purified, and his disposition gradually change. Such is the effect of true prayer.
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140  Speak Your Heart in Prayer to Have the Holy Spirit’s Work

I

For you, prayer is of utmost importance.

When you pray and you receive the work of the Holy Spirit,

II

Whoever does not value being at peace before God

and does not practice being at peace before God

is vain and superficial, attached to the world and without life;

III

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150  You Should Focus on Quieting Your Heart Before God

I

If your heart truly is at peace before God,

you won’t be disturbed by anything going on in the outside world,

or occupied by any person, event, or thing.

The paths of entry into quieting your heart before God are as follows: First of all, withdraw your heart from external matters. Be at peace before God, and give your undivided attention to praying to God. Then, with your heart at peace before God, eat, drink, and enjoy God’s words. Meditate on and contemplate God’s love and ponder God’s work in your heart. First, begin from the aspect of prayer. Pray with undivided attention and at fixed times. No matter how pressed you are for time, how busy your work, or what befalls you, pray every day as normal, and eat and drink God’s words as normal.

II

Ordinarily, you can draw close to God normally in your heart, contemplate God’s love and ponder God’s words, without being disturbed by external things. When your heart has achieved a certain degree of peace, you will be able to muse silently and, within yourself, to contemplate God’s love and truly draw near to Him, regardless of your surroundings, until finally you reach the point where praise wells up in your heart, and it’s even better than prayer. Then you’ll be possessed of a certain stature. Only after people are able to be at peace before God can they be touched, enlightened and illuminated by the Holy Spirit, and only then are they able to have true communion with God, as well as to grasp God’s intentions and the guidance of the Holy Spirit. They will then have entered onto the right track in their spiritual lives.
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152  Practice of Being Quiet Before God

I

No matter what you are doing, if your heart is at peace before God and draws close to God, this proves that you are a person who is at peace before God. II

If, at this moment, you cannot be at peace before God, then you’re not someone who will return before God’s throne. If you pursue things other than God, there will be no way for you to be perfected by Him. Those who can hear such utterances from God and yet fail to be at peace before Him today are people who do not love the truth and do not love God. If you will not offer yourself at this moment, what are you waiting for? To offer oneself is to quiet one’s heart before God. That would be a genuine offering. III

and make man know the practicality of God.

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170  The Key to Faith Is Accepting God’s Words as the Life Reality

I

Belief in God should not revolve around

the desire to behold signs and wonders,

nor should it be for the sake of your flesh.

It should be about the pursuit of knowing God,

and being able to submit to God,

and, like Peter, submitting to Him till death.

These are the main aims of believing in God.

One eats and drinks the word of God in order to know God and satisfy Him.

Eating and drinking the word of God gives you a greater knowledge of God,

only after which can you submit to Him.



II

Only with knowledge of God can you love Him,

and this is the goal man should have in his belief in God.

If, in your belief in God,

you’re always trying to behold signs and wonders,

then the viewpoint of this belief in God is wrong.

Belief in God is mainly the acceptance of God’s word as the life reality.

The aim of God is only attained by practicing God’s words from His mouth

and carrying them out within yourself.

In believing in God, man should strive to be made perfect by God,

to be able to submit to God, and for complete submission to God.

If you can submit to God without complaint,

be mindful of God’s intentions, achieve Peter’s stature,

and possess the style of Peter spoken of by God,

then that’ll be when you’ve achieved success in belief in God,

and it’ll signify that you’ve been gained by God.
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172  God Achieves All in the Last Days Mainly Through Words

I

During the last days, when God becomes flesh, He principally uses the word to accomplish all and make all clear. Only in His words can you see what He is; only in His words can you see that He is God Himself. When God incarnate comes to earth, He does no other work but the speaking of words—thus there is no need for facts; words suffice.

II

God has principally come to do the work of words, to allow man to behold His power and supremacy in His words, to allow man to see His humbleness and hiddenness in His words, and to allow man to know His entirety in His words. All that He has and all that He is are in His words. His wisdom and wondrousness are in His words. In this are you made to see the many methods with which God speaks His words.

III

God has come to earth during the last days to perform the ministry of the word so that mankind may know Him, and so that mankind may see what He is, and see His wisdom and all of His wondrous deeds from His word. During the Age of Kingdom, God principally uses the word to conquer all of mankind. In the future, His word will also come upon every religion, sector, nation and denomination. God uses the word to conquer, to make all men see that His word carries authority and might—and so today, you face only the word of God.
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173  In the Last Days, God Incarnate Mainly Perfects Man With Words

I

God has come to earth principally to speak His words; what you are in contact with is the word of God, what you read is the word of God, what you hear is the word of God, what you abide by is the word of God, what you experience is the word of God, and in becoming flesh this time, God principally uses the word to make man perfect. He does not show signs and wonders, and especially does not do the work Jesus did in the past. Although They are God, and are both flesh, Their ministries are not the same.

II

Today, God has become flesh primarily to complete the work of “the Word appearing in the flesh,” to use the word to make man perfect, and make man accept the pruning and the refinement of the word. In His words He causes you to gain provision and life, and causes you to see His work and deeds. God uses the word to chastise and refine you, and thus, even if you suffer pain, it’s also because of God’s word.

III

Today, God does work not with facts, but with words. Only after His word has come upon you can the Holy Spirit work within you and cause you to suffer pain or feel sweetness. Only God’s words can bring you into reality and only God’s words can make you perfect. The work done by God during the last days is principally the use of His word to make every person perfect and to guide man. All the work that He does is through the word; He does not use facts to chastise you. There are times when some people resist God. God does not cause you great discomfort, your flesh is not chastised, nor does it suffer any pain—but once His word comes upon you, and refines you, it’s unbearable for you. And so, during the last days, when God becomes flesh, He principally uses the word to accomplish all and reveal all.
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175  Submit to God Incarnate to Be Made Perfect

I

The group of people whom God incarnate wants to gain today

are those who align with His intentions.

People need only submit to His work,

stop always concerning themselves with the wishes of God in heaven,

and stop always living in vagueness,

and making things difficult for God in the flesh.

Those who can submit to Him

are those who absolutely listen to His words and obey His arrangements.

Such people pay no mind at all to what God in heaven might really be like

or what kind of work God in heaven might currently be doing on man;

they fully give their hearts to God on earth

and they place their entire beings before Him.

They never consider their own safety,

nor do they ever make a fuss

over the normality and practicality of God in the flesh.



II

Those who submit to God in the flesh can be perfected by Him.

Those who believe in God in heaven will gain nothing.

This is because it’s not God in heaven,

but God on earth, who bestows promises and blessings upon people.

People should not always honor God in heaven as great

while seeing God on earth as a mere average person;

this is unfair.

God in heaven is great and wonderful with marvelous wisdom,

yet that God in heaven does not exist at all;

God on earth is very average and insignificant, and is also very normal.

He does not have an extraordinary mind or perform earth-shattering acts;

He simply works and speaks in a very normal and practical manner.

He does not speak through thunder or summon the wind and the rain,

but He truly is the incarnation of God in heaven,

and He really is the God living amongst humans.
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176  How to Be Perfected

I

If you want to be used and perfected by God, then you must be possessed of every aspect of the truth: the resolve to suffer, faith, endurance, submission, and the ability to seek the truth and understand God’s intentions, the ability to be considerate of His sorrow and painstaking intentions, and so forth. Perfecting a person is not easy, and every single refinement that you experience requires your faith and love. If you want to be perfected by God, it’s not enough to merely run around, nor is it enough to merely expend yourself for God. You must possess many things to be able to become someone who is perfected by God.

II

When you face suffering, you must be able to lay aside concern for the flesh and to not make complaints against God. When God hides Himself from you, you must be able to have the faith to follow Him, to maintain your previous love without allowing it to falter or dissipate. No matter what God does, you must let Him orchestrate as He wishes, and rather curse your own flesh than make complaints against Him.

III

When you are faced with trials, you must be willing to endure the pain of giving up what you love, and be willing to weep bitterly, to satisfy God. Only this is true love and true faith. No matter what your actual stature is, you must first possess both this resolve to suffer and this true faith, and you must also have the resolve to rebel against the flesh. You should be willing to personally suffer and to experience losses to your own interests in order to satisfy God’s intentions. You must also be capable of feeling regret about yourself in your heart: In the past, you were unable to satisfy God, and now, you can regret yourself. You must not be lacking in any of these regards—it is through these things that God will perfect you. If you cannot meet these criteria, then you cannot be perfected.
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179  Trials Call for Faith

I

While undergoing trials, it’s normal for people to be weak, or to have negativity within them, or to lack clarity on God’s intentions or lack clarity on the path of practice. But overall, you must have faith in God’s work, and, like Job, not deny God. Although Job was weak and cursed the day of his own birth, he did not deny that all things that people possess after they’re born are bestowed by Jehovah, and that Jehovah is also the One to take them away. No matter what trials he was put through, he maintained this belief.

II

Within people’s experiences, no matter what refinement they undergo from God’s words, what God wants, all in all, is their faith and God-loving hearts. What He perfects by working in this way is people’s faith, love, and resolve. God does the work of perfection on people, and they cannot see it, cannot touch it; under such circumstances, faith is required. When something cannot be seen by the naked eye, faith is required. When you cannot let go of your own notions, faith is required. When you don’t have clarity about God’s work, what’s required is for you to have faith and to take a solid stance and to stand firm in your witness. When Job reached this point, God appeared and spoke to him. That is, it’s only when you have faith that you can see God. When you have faith, God will perfect you.
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180  What Is True Faith?

I

What does faith refer to? Faith is the genuine belief and the sincere heart that humans should possess when they cannot see or touch something, when God’s work doesn’t align with human notions, when it’s beyond human reach. This is the faith that I speak of. People are in need of faith during times of suffering and during times of refinement, and when they have faith, they then face refinement—refinement and faith cannot be separated. If, no matter how God works, and no matter your environment, you’re able to pursue life and seek the truth, pursue knowledge of God’s work, and seek to know His deeds, and you can act according to the truth, this is having true faith, and it proves that you have not lost faith in God.

II

If, during refinement, you’re able to persist in pursuing the truth, to truly love God, and do not develop doubts about Him, and if, no matter what He does, you still practice the truth to satisfy Him, and can seek His intentions deep down and be considerate of His intentions, this is what it means to have true faith in God.

III

In the past, when God said that you would reign as a king, you loved Him, and when He openly showed Himself to you, you pursued Him. But now God is hidden, you cannot see Him, and hardship has come upon you—at this time, do you lose hope in God? So, you must at all times pursue life and seek to satisfy God’s intentions. This is called genuine faith, and this is the truest and most beautiful kind of love.
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183  With Refinement Comes Faith

I

It is only when you have faith that you can see God. When you have faith, God will perfect you; if you don’t have faith, He can’t do this. When, in your real experiences, you have the faith to see His deeds, God will appear to you, and He’ll enlighten and guide you from within. Without that faith, God won’t be able to do that. If you have lost hope in God, how will you be able to experience His work? Therefore, only when you have faith and you don’t harbor doubts towards God, only when you have true faith in Him whatever He does, will He enlighten and illuminate you through your experiences, and only then will you be able to see His actions. These things are all achieved through faith. Faith comes only through refinement, and in the absence of refinement, faith will not be able to develop.

II

What does faith refer to? When God works to refine man, man suffers.

The greater a person’s refinement,

the more of a God-loving heart they’ll possess,

and the more of God’s might will be revealed in them,

the more of God’s might will be revealed in them.

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185  Judgment Is God’s Primary Way to Perfect Man

I

By what means is God’s perfection of man accomplished?

It’s accomplished by means of His righteous disposition.

God’s disposition primarily consists of

righteousness, wrath, majesty, judgment, and curse,

and He perfects man primarily by means of His judgment.

Some people do not understand,

and ask why it is that God can only make man perfect

through judgment and curse.

They say, “If God were to curse man, wouldn’t man die?

If God were to judge man, wouldn’t man be condemned?

Then how can he still be made perfect?”

Such are the words of people who don’t know God’s work.



II

What God curses is the rebelliousness of man,

and what He judges are the sins of man.

Although He speaks harshly and relentlessly,

He reveals all that is within man,

revealing through these stern words

that which is substantive within man,

yet through such judgment,

He gives man a profound knowledge of the substance of the flesh,

and thus man submits before God.

The flesh of man is of sin and of Satan,

the flesh of man is of sin and of Satan,

it is rebellious, and it is the object of God’s chastisement.

Thus, in order to allow man to know himself,

the words of God’s judgment must befall him

and there must be employed every kind of refinement;

only then can God’s work be effective.
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186  God’s Judgment Is Love

I

What testimony does man ultimately bear to God? Man testifies that God is the righteous God, that His disposition is righteousness, wrath, chastisement, and judgment; man testifies to the righteous disposition of God. God uses His judgment to make man perfect, He has loved man, and saved man—but how much is contained within His love? There is judgment, majesty, wrath, and curse. Though God cursed man in the past, He did not completely cast man into the bottomless pit, but used that means to refine man’s faith; He did not put man to death, but acted in order to make man perfect.

II

The substance of the flesh is that which is of Satan—God said it exactly right—but the facts carried out by God are not completed according to His word. He curses you so that you might love Him, and so that you might know the substance of the flesh; He chastises you so that you might be awakened, to allow you to know the deficiencies within you, and to know man’s utter unworthiness. Thus, God’s curses, His judgment, and His majesty and wrath—they are all in order to make man perfect. All that God does today, and the righteous disposition that He makes plain in you—it is all in order to make man perfect. Such is the love of God.
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187  Only Through Painful Trials Can You Know God’s Loveliness

I

Pursuing the satisfaction of God is using your God-loving heart

to put His words into practice;

regardless of the time—

even when others are without strength—

inside of you there is still a God-loving heart,

and you yearn for and miss God from the depths of your heart.

This is real stature.

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188  Only Through Hardships and Trials Can You Truly Love God

I

How much do you love God today?

How much do you know of all He’s done in you?

These are the things you should learn.

When God arrives on earth,

all He’s done in man and allowed man to see

is so that man will love Him and truly know Him.

That man is able to suffer for God and has come this far

is because of God’s love, and also because of God’s salvation;

moreover, it’s because of the judgment and the work of chastisement

that God’s carried out in man.

I

When difficulties come, hurry up and pray:

“O God! I wish to satisfy You,

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195  Rebelling Against the Flesh Is Practicing the Truth

I

Since people began to believe in God, they’ve harbored many incorrect intentions. When you’re not practicing the truth, you feel all your intentions are correct, but when something happens to you, you will see that there are many incorrect intentions within you. When God makes people perfect, He causes them to realize that there are many notions within them that are obstructing their knowledge of God. When you recognize that your intentions are wrong, if you’re able to stop practicing according to your notions and intentions, and are able to bear testimony to God, and stand firm in your position in all that happens to you, this proves that you have rebelled against the flesh.

II

When you rebel against the flesh, there will inevitably be a battle within you. Satan will try and make people follow it, will try and make them follow the notions of the flesh and uphold the interests of the flesh—but God’s words will enlighten and illuminate people within, and at this time it is up to you whether you follow God or follow Satan. God asks people to put the truth into practice mainly to prune the things inside them, to prune their thoughts and notions that are not in line with God’s intentions. The Holy Spirit touches people in their hearts and enlightens and illuminates them. So behind everything that happens is a battle: Every time people put the truth into practice, or put the love of God into practice, there is a great battle, and though all may seem well with their flesh, in the depths of their hearts a life-and-death battle will, in fact, be going on—and only after this intense battle, after a tremendous amount of reflection, can victory or defeat be decided. It’s because of this battle that people endure suffering and refinement; this is true suffering. When the battle comes upon you, if you are able to truly stand on God’s side, you will be able to satisfy God. While practicing the truth, it is inevitable that one will suffer inside.
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196  The Practice of Rebelling Against the Flesh

I

Something happens that requires you to endure hardship,

at which time you should understand what God’s intentions are

and how you should be considerate of His intentions.

You must not satisfy yourself:

First put yourself to one side. Nothing is more abject than the flesh.

You must seek to satisfy God,

and you must fulfill your duty.

With such thoughts,

God will bring especial enlightenment to you in this matter,

and your heart will also find comfort.



II

When something happens to you,

be it big or small, you must first put yourself to one side

and regard the flesh as the most lowly of all things.

The more you satisfy the flesh,

the more liberties it takes;

if you satisfy it this time, next time it will ask for more.

The flesh always has extravagant desires.

The more you satisfy it, the greater its desires become

and the more debauched the flesh becomes,

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197  The Meaning of Rebelling Against the Flesh

I

Man’s flesh is like the snake: Its substance is to harm his life—and when it completely gets its own way, your life becomes forfeit. The flesh is of Satan. There are always extravagant desires within it; it always thinks for itself, and it always desires ease and wants to indulge in comfort, lacking in anxiety and a sense of urgency, wallowing in idleness, and if you satisfy it to a certain point, it will ultimately devour you. Whether you can gain life before God and what your ultimate outcome will be, depend on how you practice your rebellion against the flesh.

II

God has saved you and chosen you and predestined you, yet if today you are unwilling to satisfy Him, you’re unwilling to put the truth into practice, you’re unwilling to rebel against your own flesh with a genuine God-loving heart, ultimately you’ll ruin yourself, and will thus endure extreme pain. If you always pander to the flesh, Satan will gradually swallow you up, and leave you without life, or the touch of the Spirit, until the day comes when you’re completely dark inside. When you live in darkness, you will have been taken captive by Satan, you’ll no longer have God in your heart, and at that time you’ll deny God’s existence and leave Him. Thus, if people wish to love God, they must pay the price of pain and endure hardship. There is no need for external fervency and hardship, or reading more and running about more; instead, they should put aside the things within them: the extravagant thoughts, personal interests, and their own plans, notions, and intents. This is the intention of God.
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198  Only by Rebelling Against the Flesh Can You See God’s Loveliness

I

If you truly love God and do not satisfy the flesh, then you’ll see that everything God does is so right and so good, and that His curse of your rebelliousness and judgment of your unrighteousness is justified. There will be times when God chastens and disciplines you and raises up an environment to temper you, forcing you to come before Him—and you will always feel that what God is doing is wonderful. Thus you will feel as if there is not much pain, and that God is so lovely.

II

If you pander to the flesh’s weaknesses and say that God goes too far, then you will always feel in pain, and will always be sorrowful, and you will be unclear about all of the work of God, and it will seem as if God is not sympathetic to man’s weakness at all and unaware of man’s difficulties. And thus you will always feel miserable and alone, as if you have suffered great injustice, and at this time you’ll begin to complain.

III

The more you pander to the weaknesses of the flesh in this way, the more you’ll feel that God goes too far, until it gets so bad that you deny God’s work, and begin to oppose God, and become full of rebelliousness. Thus, you must rebel against the flesh, and not pander to it: “My husband (wife), children, prospects, marriage, family—none of them matter! In my heart there’s only God, and I must try my best to satisfy God and not satisfy the flesh.” You must have this resolve.
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199  You Must Bear Witness to God in All Things

I

In each step of work that God does on people, it appears to be interactions between people, as if born of human arrangements or from human disturbance. But behind the scenes, each step of work, and everything that happens, is a wager made by Satan before God, and requires people to stand firm in their testimony to God. Take when Job was tried, for example: Behind the scenes, Satan was making a wager with God, and what happened to Job was the deeds of men and the disturbance of men. Behind each step of work that God does in you is Satan’s wager with God—behind it all is a battle.

II

When God and Satan do battle in the spiritual realm, how should you satisfy God, and how should you stand firm in your testimony to Him? You should know everything that happens to you is a great trial for you, and the time when God needs you to bear testimony. Though they may seem unimportant from the outside, when these things happen they show whether or not you love God. If you do, you will be able to stand firm in your testimony to Him, and if you have not put the love of Him into practice, this shows you are not someone who puts the truth into practice, that you’re without the truth and life, that you’re chaff!
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200  One Must Bear Witness for God in All Things to Satisfy God

I

Behind every step of work that God does in you is Satan’s wager with God—behind it all is a battle. In everything that happens to people, God needs them to stand firm in their testimony to Him. Though nothing major is happening to you at the moment and you don’t bear great testimony, all the details of your daily life relate to testimony to God. If you can win the admiration of your brothers and sisters, your family members, and everyone around you; if, one day, the nonbelievers come, and admire all that you do, and see that all that God does is wonderful, then you will have borne testimony.

II

Though you have no insight and your caliber is poor, through God’s perfection of you, you are able to satisfy Him and be considerate of His intentions, showing others what great work He has done in people of the poorest caliber. When people come to know God and become overcomers before Satan, loyal to God to a great extent, then none has more backbone than this group of people, and this is the greatest testimony. Although you’re incapable of doing great work, you are able to satisfy God. Others cannot put aside their notions, but you can; others cannot bear testimony to God during their actual experiences, but you can use your actual stature and actions to repay God’s love and bear resounding testimony to Him. Only this counts as actually loving God.
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202  Only Through Suffering and Refinement Can You Be Perfected by God

I

If you don’t know God’s disposition, then you’ll inevitably fall during trials, because you’re unaware of how God makes people perfect, and by what means He makes them perfect, and when God’s trials come upon you and they don’t match your notions, you will be unable to stand firm. God’s true love is His entire disposition. When God’s righteous disposition is revealed to people, their flesh will inevitably suffer much pain. If you don’t suffer this pain, then you cannot be made perfect by God, nor will you be able to devote true love to God. If God makes you perfect, He will surely reveal His entire disposition to you.

II

From the time of creation until the present day, God has never revealed His entire disposition to man—but during the last days He reveals it to this group of people whom He has predestined and selected, and by making people perfect, He reveals His dispositions, through which He makes complete a group of people. Such is God’s true love for people. Experiencing God’s true love requires that people endure extreme pain, and pay a high price. Only then can people ultimately be gained by God, and finally be able to give their true love back to God, and only then will God’s heart be satisfied.

III

If people wish to be made perfect by God, and if they wish to follow His will, and fully give their true love to God, then they must experience a lot of pain and many torments from their circumstances, suffering agony worse than death. Ultimately they will be forced to give their true heart back to God. Whether or not someone truly loves God is revealed during suffering and refinement. God’s purification of people’s love is also only achieved through suffering and refinement.
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205  Only Those Whose Dispositions Have Changed Can Bear Testimony to God

I

The transformation of the disposition of man is achieved through many different kinds of God’s work; without such changes in his disposition, man would be unable to bear testimony to God and to accord with God’s intentions. The transformation of man’s disposition signifies that man has freed himself from the bondage of Satan and from the influence of darkness, and has truly become a model and specimen of God’s work, a witness of God, and one who accords with God’s intentions.

II

God incarnate has come to do His work on earth, and He requires that man achieve knowledge of Him, submission to Him, and testimony to Him—they are to know His practical and normal work, they are to submit to all of His words and work which do not accord with the notions of man, and they are to bear testimony to all the work He does to save man, as well as all the deeds He accomplishes to conquer man. Those who bear testimony to God must have knowledge of God; only this kind of testimony is accurate and practical, and only this kind of testimony can shame Satan.

III

God uses those who have come to know Him through undergoing His judgment, chastisement, and pruning, to bear testimony to Him. He uses those who have been corrupted by Satan to bear testimony to Him, and so too does He use those whose disposition has changed, and who have thus gained His blessings, to bear testimony to Him. He does not need man to praise Him with his mouth, nor does He need the praise and testimony of the ilk of Satan, who have not been saved by Him. Only those who know God are qualified to bear testimony to Him, and only those who have been transformed in their disposition are qualified to bear testimony to Him.
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206  Knowing God Is the Pursuit Believers Should Have

I

The process of coming to know the word of God

is the process of coming to know God and the work of God.

So, knowing visions not only refers to knowing the humanity of God incarnate,

but also includes knowing the word and the work of God.

From the word of God people come to understand God’s will,

and from the work of God they come to know God’s disposition,

know God’s disposition and what God is.

Belief in God is the first step to knowing God.

The process of advancing from this initial belief in God

to the most profound belief in Him is the process of coming to know God,

the process of experiencing the work of God.



II

If you only believe in God for the sake of believing in God,

and not for the sake of coming to know Him,

then there is no reality to your faith, and your faith cannot become pure—

of this there is no doubt.

If, during the process by which man experiences God’s work,

he gradually comes to know God,

then his disposition will gradually change,

and his belief will become increasingly true.

In this way, when man achieves success in his belief in God,

he will have completely gained God.

When man achieves success in his belief in God,

he will have completely gained God.



III

The reason why God went to such great lengths

to become flesh for the second time to do His work in person

was so that man would be able to know Him and to see Him.

Knowing God is the final effect,

the final effect to be achieved at the conclusion of God’s work;

it’s the last requirement God makes of mankind,

it’s the last requirement God makes of mankind.

The reason why He does this

is for the sake of His final testimony, final testimony;

He does this work in order that man may finally and completely turn to Him.

Man can only come to love God by knowing God,

and to love God he must know God.

No matter how he seeks, or what he seeks to gain,

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207  Man Can Only Come to Love God by Knowing God

I

Knowing God is the final effect to be achieved

at the conclusion of God’s work;

man may finally and completely turn to Him.

Man can only come to love God by knowing God,

and to love God he must know God.

No matter how he seeks, or what he seeks to gain,

he must be able to achieve knowledge of God.

Only by knowing God can man have true faith in God;

II

Knowing God includes knowing His disposition,

understanding His will, and knowing what He is.

Yet whichever aspect one comes to know,

The work of God is too incompatible with the notions of man.

God’s disposition and what God is are too difficult for man to know,

and everything that God says and does is too incomprehensible for man:

If man wishes to follow God and yet is unwilling to submit to Him,

then man will gain nothing.
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208  A Loyal Heart for God

I

Oh God! Although my life is not worth much to You, I wish to dedicate it to You. Though men are unworthy to love You, and their love and hearts are both worthless, I believe You know men’s intentions. And even though the flesh of men does not meet with Your acceptance, I wish for You to accept my heart. I’m willing to dedicate my heart wholly to God. Even though I’m unable to do anything for God, I’m willing to loyally satisfy God and to have one heart and one mind for Him. I believe God must scrutinize my heart.

II

Oh God! I ask for nothing in my life but that my thoughts of love for God and my heart’s desire be accepted by God. I was with God for so long, yet I never loved Him; that is my biggest debt. Even though I stayed with Him, I did not know Him, and I even said some inappropriate things behind His back. Thinking of these things makes me feel even more indebted to God. I’m less than dust. I can do nothing but dedicate this loyal heart to God.
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209  Peter Held Onto True Faith and Love

I

Peter often came before Jesus in prayer, always feeling regret and indebted due to having not satisfied God’s intentions and not measuring up to God’s standards. These issues became his biggest burden. He said: “One day I will dedicate to You everything I have and everything I am, and I will give You whatever is most valuable. God! My life is worth nothing, and my body is worth nothing. I have only one faith and only one love. I have faith in You in my mind and love for You in my heart; these two things only have I to give to You, and nothing else.”

II

Peter was greatly encouraged by Jesus’ words, such that when he was on the cross, he was able to say: “God! I cannot love You enough! Even if You ask me to die, I still cannot love You enough. Wherever You send my soul, whether or not You fulfill Your past promises, whatever You do afterward, I love You and believe in You.” What he held onto was his faith, and his true love.
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211  Give Your Heart Before God If You Believe in Him

I

Since you believe in God, you must hand over your heart before God.

If you offer up and lay your heart before God,

then during refinement it will be impossible

for you to deny God, or leave God.

In this way your relationship with God

will become ever closer and more normal,

and your fellowship with God will become ever more frequent.

If you always practice in this way,

then you’ll spend more time in God’s light

and more time under the guidance of God’s words.

There will also be more and more changes in your disposition,

and your knowledge will increase day by day.



II

When the day comes that God’s trials suddenly befall you,

not only can you stand by God’s side,

but you can also bear witness for God.

At that time, you will be like Job, and be like Peter.

At that time, you will be like Job, and be like Peter.

Having borne testimony to God you will truly love Him,

and will gladly lay down your life for Him; you will be God’s witness,

and one who is beloved by God.

Love that has experienced refinement is strong, not weak.

No matter when or how God subjects you to His trials,

you are able to lay down your concerns about whether you live or die,

you are able to lay down your concerns about whether you live or die,

to gladly cast aside everything for God and endure anything for God—

thus your love will be pure and your faith will have reality.

Only then will you be someone who is truly loved by God,

and who has truly been made perfect by God, made perfect by God.
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212  God’s Refinement of Man Is Most Meaningful

I

Faced with man’s state and man’s attitude toward God,

God has done new work, has done new work,

allowing man to possess both knowledge of and submission toward Him,

and both love and testimony.

Thus, man must experience God’s refinement of him,

as well as His judgment and pruning of him,

without which man would never know God

and would never be capable of truly loving and bearing witness to Him.



II

God’s refinement of man is not just for a one-sided effect,

but for a multi-faceted effect.

So God does the work of refinement in those who are willing to seek the truth,

in order that their resolve and love be made perfect by God.

To those who are willing to seek the truth and who yearn for God,

nothing is more meaningful, or of greater assistance,

than refinement such as this.



III

It is during refinement that God reveals His righteous disposition to man,

and makes public His requirements for man,

and provides more enlightenment,

and more practical pruning.

Through the comparison between the facts and the truth,

man gains a greater knowledge of himself and the truth,

and a greater understanding of God’s intentions,

thus allowing man to have a truer and purer love of God.

Such are God’s aims in carrying out the work of refinement.
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213  How to Love God During Refinement

I

How should man love God during refinement?

Accept the refinement with the resolve to love Him.

During refinement you’re tormented inside,

as if a knife were being twisted in your heart,

yet you’re willing to satisfy God using your God-loving heart,

and you’re unwilling to care for the flesh.

This is what is meant by practicing the love for God.

You hurt inside, your pain has reached a certain point,

yet you’re still willing to come before God and pray:

“O God! I cannot leave You. Although there’s darkness within me,

I wish to satisfy You, I wish to satisfy You;

You know my heart, You know my heart,

and I would that You invest more of Your love within me.”

This is practice during refinement.

If you use your God-loving heart as the foundation,

refinement can bring you closer to God

and make you more intimate with Him.



II

During bitter refinement,

man can most easily fall under Satan’s influence,

so how should you love God during such refinement?

You should summon your will, laying your heart before God

and devoting the last of your time to Him.

No matter how God refines you,

you should still practice the truth to satisfy God’s intentions

and take it upon yourself to seek God and seek communion.

When it’s necessary for you to serve your function,

although you do not serve it well,

you do all you can, you do all you can,

and do so using nothing more than your God-loving heart;

regardless of what others say—

whether they say you have done well, or that you have done badly—

your intentions are correct, and you are not self-righteous,

for you are acting for the sake of God.
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214  Refinement Is the Best Means for God to Perfect Man

I

The more God refines people, the more people’s hearts are able to love God. The torment in their hearts is of benefit to their lives, they’re more able to be at peace before God, their relationship with God is closer, and they are better able to behold God’s supreme love and His supreme salvation.

II

Peter experienced refinement hundreds of times, and Job underwent several trials. If you wish to be made perfect by God, you must also undergo refinement hundreds of times—you must go through this process and rely upon this step—only then can you satisfy God’s intentions and be made perfect by God. Refinement is the best means by which God makes people perfect; only refinement and bitter trials can bring out the true love for God in people’s hearts.

III

Without suffering, people lack true love for God; if they’re not tried within or subjected to true refinement, then their hearts will always be floating around outside. Having been refined to a certain point, you’ll see your own weaknesses and difficulties, you’ll see how much you’re lacking and that you’re unable to overcome the many problems you encounter, and you’ll see how much you’ve rebelled. Only during trials are people able to truly know their real states; trials are even more so capable of perfecting people.
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215  People’s Love Becomes Pure Only Through the Suffering of Refinement

I

During his lifetime,

Peter experienced refinement hundreds of times

and underwent a lot of painful tempering.

This refinement became the foundation of his supreme love of God,

and the most significant experience of his entire life.

That he was able to possess a supreme love of God

was, in one sense, because of his resolve to love God;

more importantly, however, it was because of

the refinement and suffering that he underwent.

This suffering became his guide on the path of loving God,

and the thing that was most memorable to him.

If people don’t undergo the pain of refinement when loving God,

then their love is full of impurities and their own preferences;

love such as this is full of the ideas of Satan,

and fundamentally incapable of satisfying God’s intentions.



II

Having the resolve to love God is not the same as truly loving God.

Even though all that they think of in their hearts

is for the sake of loving and satisfying God,

and even though their thoughts seem to be entirely devoted to God

and devoid of any human ideas,

yet when their thoughts are brought before God,

He does not approve of or bless such thoughts.

Even when people have fully understood all truths—

when they have come to know them all—

this cannot be said to be a sign of loving God,

it cannot be said that these people have the reality of loving God.



III

Despite having understood many truths without undergoing refinement,

people are incapable of putting these truths into practice;

only during refinement

can people understand the real meaning of these truths,

only then can people genuinely appreciate their inner meaning.

At that time, when they try again,

they are able to put the truths into practice properly,

and in accordance with God’s intentions;

at that time, their human ideas are lessened,

their human corruption is reduced,

and their human feelings are diminished;

only at that time is their practice a true manifestation of the love of God.

The effect of the truth of the love of God

is not achieved through spoken knowledge or mental willingness,

and nor can it be achieved simply by understanding that truth.

It requires that people pay a price,

that they undergo much bitterness during refinement,

and only then will their love become pure and in line with God’s intentions.
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216  Blessed Are Those Who Love God

I

Only those who love God can testify of God,

only they are God’s witnesses,

only they are blessed by God, and can receive God’s promises.

Those who love God are God’s intimates;

they’re the people beloved by God,

and they can enjoy blessings together with God.

Only people such as this will live to eternity,

and only they will forever live under God’s care and protection.



II

Because they can testify of God

and devote all their efforts to God’s work,

those who truly love God can walk anywhere beneath the heavens

without anyone daring to oppose them,

and they can wield power on earth and rule all the people of God.

These people have come together from across the world.

They are people from all over the world who speak different languages and have different skin colors,

but their existence has the same meaning;

they all have a God-loving heart, they all bear the same testimony,

and have the same resolve, and the same wish.

Those who love God can walk freely throughout the world,

and those who testify of God can travel across the universe.

These people are beloved by God, they are blessed by God,

and they will forever live within His light.
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217  To Love God, You Must Experience His Loveliness

I

If people believe in God

and experience God’s words with a God-fearing heart,

then in such people there can be seen God’s salvation and God’s love.

These people can testify of God; they live out the truth;

what they testify to is the truth, what God is and God’s disposition.

They live amid God’s love; they see it.

If people wish to love God,

they must taste God’s loveliness and see God’s loveliness;

only then can there be roused in them a God-loving heart,

a heart that inspires people to give of themselves loyally for God.



II

God does not make people love Him through words or their imagination,

and He doesn't force people to love Him,

but lets them love Him of their own volition;

He lets them see His loveliness in His work and utterances,

after which there is borne in them the love of God.

Only in this way can people truly bear testimony to God.

People don’t love God because they’ve been urged to do so by others,

nor is it a momentary emotional impulse.

They love God because they’ve seen His loveliness,

they’ve seen there’s so much of Him that’s worthy of people’s love,

and they have seen God’s salvation, wisdom, and wondrous deeds—

they truly praise God and truly yearn for Him,

and there’s roused in them such a passion

that they could not survive without gaining God,

they could not survive without gaining God.
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218  Only Those Who Know God Can Bear Witness for Him

I

The reason why those who truly testify of God

can give a resounding testimony to Him

is because their testimony rests upon the foundation

of the true knowledge and true yearning for God.

Such testimony is not offered according to an emotional impulse,

but according to their knowledge of God and according to His disposition.

Because they have come to know God,

they feel that they must surely testify of God, testify of God

and make all those who yearn for God know God,

and be aware of God’s loveliness and His practicality.



II

Like people’s love for God, their testimony is spontaneous;

it is real and has real significance and has worth.

It’s not passive or hollow and meaningless.

The reason only those who truly love God

have the most value and meaning in their lives,

the reason only they truly believe in God,

is that these people are able to live in God’s light

and are able to live for God’s work and God’s management,

to live for God’s work and God’s management.

It’s because they don’t live in darkness, but they live in the light;

they do not live meaningless lives,

but lives that have been blessed, blessed by God.

I

People who have the truth are those who,

Your practice and revelations in real life are the testimony of God,

they are man’s living out and the testimony of God,

and this is truly enjoying God’s love;

II

You are possessed of actual living out

and your every action is looked upon with admiration by others.

Your clothing and outward appearance are unremarkable,

but you live out a life of the utmost piety,

and when you fellowship God’s words, you are guided and enlightened by Him.

You are able to speak God’s intentions through your words,

communicate reality,

and you understand much about serving in spirit.

You are candid in your speech,

you are decent and upright, non-confrontational and decorous.

When things befall you, you can submit to God’s arrangements

and stand firm in your testimony,

and you are calm and composed no matter what you are dealing with.

This kind of person has truly seen God’s love.
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221  Has God’s Word Truly Become Your Life?

I

People often speak of letting God be their life,

but their experience has not yet come to that point.

You’re merely saying that God is your life,

that He guides you every day,

that you eat and drink His words each day,

and that you pray to Him each day, so He has become your life.

The knowledge of those who say this is quite superficial.

In many people there is no foundation;

God’s words have been planted within them,

but they’ve yet to sprout, much less have they borne any fruit.

One day, when your experience has reached a certain point,

if God were to make you leave, you would not be able to.

You will always feel that you cannot be without having God inside of you.



II

Being without God would be like losing your life;

you would not be able to live without God.

When you’ve experienced to this point,

you will have hit the mark in your faith in God,

and in this way, God will have become your life,

God will have become your life,

He will have become the foundation of your existence.

You will never again be able to leave God.

When you’ve experienced to this extent,

you’ll have truly enjoyed God’s love,

and when you have a close enough relationship with God,

He’ll be your life, your love.

This is people’s true stature; it’s the real life.



III

You must experience such that God is your life,

such that if God were taken away from your heart,

it would be like losing your life;

God must be your life, and you must be incapable of leaving Him.

When you have achieved a love of God that surpasses all else,

you’ll live in reality and in God’s love.
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223  The Purpose Behind God’s Incarnation in the Last Days

I

In the last days, God became flesh

to do the work He ought to do,

and to perform His ministry of words.

He came in person to work amid human beings

with the goal of perfecting

those people who conform to His will.

From the time of creation until today,

it’s only during the last days

that He has carried out this kind of work.

Only during the last days has God been incarnated

to do such large-scale work.

Though God endures hardships that

people would find difficult to endure,

and though He is a great God who yet has the humility

II

One of the purposes of this incarnation

is to conquer people,

It is not one or two people who are perfected.

Rather, it is a group,

consisting of only a few people.

The people in this group come from

various countries of the world,

and from various of the world’s nationalities.

The purpose of doing so much work

is to gain this group of people;

it’s to gain the witness this group of people bear for Him,

and to obtain the glory

He may derive from them.
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224  Focus on Practicing Truth to Be Perfected

I

There is a rule to God’s perfection of people,

which is that He enlightens you by using a desirable part of you

so that you have a path to practice

and you can separate yourself from all negative states,

helping your spirit attain release,

and making you more able to love Him.

In this way, you can throw off the corrupt disposition of Satan.

You are artless and open, willing to know yourself

and to put truth into practice.

God will certainly bless you, so when you are weak and negative,

He enlightens you doubly, helping you know yourself more,

be more willing to repent for yourself,

and be more able to practice the things that you should practice.

Only in this way can your heart be peaceful and at ease,

be peaceful and at ease.



II

A person who ordinarily pays attention to knowing God, knowing himself,

who pays attention to his own practice,

will be able to frequently receive God’s work,

as well as His guidance and enlightenment.

Even though such a person may be in a negative state,

he is able to turn things around immediately,

whether due to the action of conscience or the enlightenment from God’s word.

The change of a person’s disposition is always achieved when he knows

his own actual state and God’s disposition, and the work of God.

A person who is willing to know himself and open himself up

will be able to carry out truth.

This kind of person is a person who is loyal to God,

This is God’s righteousness,

and it is something that people attain; it is their own gain.



III

A person who has knowledge of God is one who has a basis, who has vision.

This kind of person is certain about God’s flesh,

and is certain about God’s word and God’s work.

Regardless of how God works or speaks,

or how other people cause disturbance,

he can stand his ground, and stand firm in his witness for God.

The more a person is this way,

the more he can carry out the truth he understands.

Because he is always practicing God’s word,

he obtains more understanding of God,

and possesses the resolve to forever stand firm in his witness for God.
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225  When the Holy Spirit Works on Man

I

The Holy Spirit’s work

is a form of proactive guidance and positive enlightenment.

It does not allow people to be negative.

It brings them solace, gives them faith and resolve,

and enables them to pursue being made perfect by God.

When the Holy Spirit works, people can enter actively,

they are not passive or forced, but proactive;

they’re glad and willing, happy to submit and humble themselves.

Though pained and weak inside, they have the resolve to cooperate;

they suffer gladly, they can submit,

and they are untainted by human will,

they are untainted by the thinking of man,

and certainly they are untainted by human desires and motivations.



II

When people experience the Holy Spirit’s work,

they are especially holy inside, they are especially holy inside.

Those who are possessed of the Holy Spirit’s work

live out the love for God and the love for their brothers and sisters.

They delight in the things that delight God

and loathe the things that God loathes.

They delight in the things that delight God

and loathe the things that God loathes.

People who are touched by the work of the Holy Spirit

are those who have normal humanity,

constantly pursue the truth and are possessed of humanity.

When the Holy Spirit works within people,

their condition becomes better and better,

and their humanity becomes more and more normal,

their entry is positive,

they do not try to cause disruption



III

The work of the Holy Spirit is normal and practical,

the Holy Spirit works in man

according to the rules of the normal life of man,

and He carries out enlightenment and guidance within people

according to the actual pursuit of normal people.

If, in their lives, people are in a positive state

and have a normal spiritual life,

they are possessed of the Holy Spirit’s work.

When they eat and drink God’s words in such a state,

they have faith;

when they pray, they are inspired;

when faced with something, they are not negative,

they can see lessons God wants them to learn.

They are not negative or weak.

Despite their difficulties, they wish to submit to God’s arrangements.
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226  People Should Believe in God With a God-fearing Heart

I

In their belief in God,

if people do not have a God-fearing heart,

if they do not have a heart of submission to God,

then not only will they be unable to do any work for Him,

but on the contrary will become

those who disturb His work and who resist Him.

Believing in God but not submitting to or fearing Him,

and instead resisting Him,

is the greatest disgrace for a believer.



II

People who genuinely believe in God always have Him in their hearts,

and they always carry within them

I

If man’s reason and insight cannot change, then changes in his disposition are out of the question, as is aligning with God’s intentions. If man’s reason is unsound, then he cannot serve God and is unfit for use by God.

III

“Normal sense” refers to submitting to and being loyal to God, to yearning for God, to being absolute toward God, and to having a conscience toward God. It refers to being of one heart and mind toward God, and not deliberately opposing God. Since man was corrupted by Satan, he has come up with notions about God, and he has had no loyalty to God or yearning for Him, to say nothing of a conscience toward God. Man deliberately opposes God and passes judgments on Him, and, furthermore, hurls invective at Him behind His back. Man judges God behind His back, with clear knowledge that He is God; man has no intention of submitting to God, and merely makes blind demands and requests of Him. Such people are incapable of knowing their own despicable behavior or of regretting their rebelliousness. If people are capable of knowing themselves, then they have regained a little of their reason; the more people rebel against God while not knowing themselves, the less are they sound of reason.
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238  God Will Not Abandon Those Who Truly Yearn for Him

I

If people can truly set aside their extravagant desires and turn back to God, then they still have the chance of salvation; if man truly has a heart that yearns for God, then he will not be abandoned by God. Man fails to gain God not because God has fleshly feelings, or because God is unwilling to be gained by man, but because man does not want to gain God, and because man does not have a heart that seeks God with urgency. How could one of those who truly seek God be cursed by God? How could one of sound reason and sensitive conscience be cursed by God? How could one who truly worships and serves God be consumed by the fires of His wrath? How could one who is willing to submit to God be kicked out of God’s house? How could one who feels that they can never love God enough live in God’s punishment? How could someone who is willing to forsake everything for God be left with nothing?

II

I

Because man’s corruption has reached its peak and their rebelliousness is exceedingly severe, only God’s righteous disposition, one that’s principally compounded of chastisement and judgment and is revealed during the last days, can fully transform people and make them complete, and reveal evil, and all the unrighteous will thus be severely punished. A disposition such as this is imbued with the significance of the age. God’s disposition is revealed and disclosed for the sake of the work of each new age. It’s not that God reveals His disposition arbitrarily and without significance.

III

Suppose that, in the last days of revealing people’s outcomes, God were still to love people with infinite mercy and lovingkindness, and continue to be loving toward them, not subjecting them to righteous judgment but rather showing them tolerance, patience, and forgiveness, and pardoning them no matter how grave their sins were, without any jot of righteous judgment. When then would all of God’s management ever be brought to a close? When would a disposition such as this be able to lead people into mankind’s appropriate destination? During the last days, only righteous judgment can separate people according to their kind and bring them into a new realm. In this way, the entire age is brought to an end through God’s righteous disposition of judgment and chastisement.
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256  God’s Essence Is Immutable

I

God’s disposition and His essence are immutable. Changes in His name and His work do not prove that His essence has altered; in other words, God will always be God, and this will never change. If you say that the work of God is unchanging, then would it be possible for His six-thousand-year management plan to come to an end? You only know that God is forever unchanging, but do you know that God is always new and never old? If the work of God is unchanging, could He have led mankind all the way to the present day? If God is immutable, then why is it that He has already done the work of two ages? His work never ceases to move forward; it means His disposition is gradually revealed to man, and what’s revealed is His inherent disposition.

II

In the beginning, God’s disposition was hidden from man, He never openly revealed His disposition to man, and man simply had no knowledge of Him. Because of this, He uses His work to gradually reveal His disposition to man, but working in this way does not mean that God’s disposition changes in every age. It’s not that God’s disposition is always changing because His intentions are always changing. III

God is not as simple as man imagines, and His work cannot linger in any one age.

All this work is done for the purpose of making man complete. From beginning to end, God has been doing His utmost to save man, and He simply has no desire to completely destroy the men He created with His own hands. Today, He has come among you to work; is this not salvation all the more?

I

God must become flesh to do His work precisely because man is of the flesh,

and incapable of overcoming sin or divesting himself of the flesh.



II

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398  Only God Incarnate Can Completely Save Mankind

I

The best thing about God’s work in the flesh

is that He can leave accurate words and exhortations,

and His specific will for mankind to those who follow Him,

so that afterward His followers can more accurately and concretely

pass on all of His work in the flesh,

and His will for the whole of mankind, to those who accept this way.

Only the work of God in the flesh among man

truly accomplishes the fact of God’s being and living together with man.

Only this work fulfills man’s desire to behold the face of God,

witness the work of God, and hear the personal word of God.

The incarnate God brings to an end the age

when only the back of Jehovah appeared to mankind,

and He also concludes the age of mankind’s belief in the vague god.



II

The work of the last incarnate God

brings all mankind into an age that is more realistic,

more practical, and more beautiful.

He not only concludes the age of law and regulations,

but more importantly,

He reveals to man a God who’s practical and normal,

who is righteous and holy, righteous and holy,

who unlocks the work of the management plan

and who demonstrates mankind’s mysteries and destination,

who created mankind and brings to an end the management work,

and who has remained hidden for thousands of years.

He brings the age of vagueness to a complete end,

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405  Corrupt Mankind Needs God’s Incarnation

I

For everyone who seeks the truth and longs for the appearance of God, the Spirit’s work can only provide moving or inspiration, and a sense of wondrousness that this work is inexplicable and unimaginable, and a sense that it is great and transcendent. Man and the Spirit of God can only look upon each other from afar, as if there were a great distance between them. So man does not have need of the Spirit, for the Spirit cannot directly do the work that is most needed by man.

II

The work of the flesh offers man practical objectives to pursue, clear words, and a sense that He is practical and normal, that He is humble and ordinary. Man can behold His face, and hear His voice. This flesh feels approachable to man, not distant, or unfathomable, but visible and touchable, for this flesh is in the same world as man.

III

For all of those who live in the flesh, changing their disposition requires goals to pursue, and knowing God requires witnessing the practical deeds of God and the real face of God. Both can only be achieved by God’s incarnate flesh, and both can only be accomplished by the normal and tangible flesh. This is why the incarnation is necessary, and why it is needed by all corrupt mankind.

IV

Since people are required to know God, the images of the vague and supernatural gods must be dispelled from their hearts, and since they are required to cast off their corrupt disposition, they must first know their corrupt disposition. If only man does the work to dispel the images of the vague gods from people’s hearts, then he will fail to achieve the intended effect.
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406  The Incarnate God Has Humanity, and Even More So Has Divinity

I

The “incarnation” is God’s appearance in the flesh; God works among created mankind in the image of the flesh. So, as He is God’s incarnation, He must first be flesh, flesh with normal humanity; this is the most basic prerequisite. The implication of God’s incarnation is that God lives and works in the flesh, that God in His very essence becomes flesh, becomes a man. The humanity of God incarnate exists for the sake of His corporeal essence; there can be no flesh without humanity, and a person without humanity is not a human being. In this way, the humanity of God’s flesh is an intrinsic property of God’s incarnate flesh. To say that “when God becomes flesh He only has divinity, and no humanity,” is blasphemy, for this statement simply does not exist, and violates the principle of incarnation.

II

The agent of the work is the divinity inhabiting His humanity. His divinity, not His humanity, is at work, yet this divinity is hidden within His humanity; in essence, His work is done by His full divinity, not by His humanity. But the performer of the work is His flesh. One could say that He is a man and also is God, for God becomes a God living in the flesh; He has a human shell and a human essence, and even more so He has the essence of God. He is a man with God’s essence, so He’s above all created humans, above any man who can perform God’s work. Among all those with a human shell like His, among all those who possess humanity, only He is the incarnate God— all others are created humans. Though they all have humanity, created humans have nothing but humanity, while God incarnate is different: In His flesh He not only has humanity but, most importantly, divinity. Since God becomes flesh, His essence is a combination of humanity and divinity. This combination is called God Himself, God Himself on earth.
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407  Believers Must Follow Closely God’s Footsteps

I

Since man believes in God,

he must closely follow His footsteps in each step;

he should “follow the Lamb wherever He goes.”

Only these are the people who seek the true way,

only they are the ones who know the work of the Holy Spirit. 

People who slavishly follow words and doctrines

have been cast out by the work of the Holy Spirit.

In each period of time, God will begin new work,

there’ll be a new beginning among man.

If man only abides by the truths

that “Jehovah is God” and “Jesus is Christ,”

which only apply to their respective ages,

then man will never keep up with the work of the Holy Spirit,

and will never gain the Holy Spirit’s work.

Only those who follow the Lamb’s footsteps

to the very end can gain the final blessing.



II

Those who don’t follow to the very end,

who don’t keep up with the Holy Spirit’s work,

and who only cleave to the old work

have not only failed to be loyal to God,

but on the contrary,

they have become those who oppose God,

those who are rejected by the new age,

and who will be punished.

Are there any more pitiable than them?

Those people who slavishly abide by the law

all display the utmost loyalty toward the law,

and the more they display such loyalty toward the law,

the more they are rebels who oppose God.

For now is the Age of Kingdom,

and it is not the Age of Law;

the work of today and the work of the past

can’t be mentioned in the same breath,

nor can the past work be compared to the work of today.

The work of God has changed,

and the practice of man has also changed;

it’s not to hold onto the law

and it is not to bear the cross,

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408  Can Those Who Don’t Accept the Holy Spirit’s New Work See God’s Appearance?

I

The work of God has never ceased,

His footsteps have never halted,

whereas those “clever people,”

who are unable to follow to the very end yet believe they have gained all,

are incapable of witnessing God’s appearance.

They each believe they are the smartest person on earth,

and they cut short the continued development of God’s work for no reason,

and seem to believe with absolute certainty

that God will take them up to heaven,

they who “have the utmost loyalty to God, follow God, and abide by His words.”



III

Even though they have the “utmost loyalty”

toward the words spoken by God,

their words and actions are still so disgusting

because they oppose the Holy Spirit’s work, and commit deceit and evil.

Those who do not follow to the very end,

who do not keep up with the Holy Spirit’s work,

and who only cleave to the old work

have not only failed to achieve loyalty to God,

but on the contrary,

they have become those who oppose God,

have become those who are rejected by the new age,

and who will be punished, who will be punished.

Are there any more pitiable, any more pitiable than them?
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409  Sincere Followers of God Can Stand Firm in Trials

I

Man will be fully made complete in the Age of Kingdom. After the work of conquest, man will be subjected to refinement and tribulation. Those who can overcome and stand firm in their testimony during this tribulation are the ones who will ultimately be made complete; they are the overcomers. During this tribulation, man is required to accept this refinement, and this refinement is the last instance of God’s work. It is the last time that man will be refined prior to the conclusion of all the work of God’s management, and all those who follow God must accept this final test, and they must accept this last refinement.

II

Those who are beset by tribulation are without the Holy Spirit’s work and God’s guidance, but those who have been truly conquered and who truly seek after God will ultimately stand fast; they are the ones who are possessed of humanity, and who truly love God. No matter what God does, these victorious ones will not be bereft of the visions and will still put the truth into practice without failing in their testimony. They are the ones who will finally emerge from the great tribulation.  Those who truly follow God are able to withstand the test of their work, whereas those who don’t truly follow God are incapable of withstanding any of God’s trials. Sooner or later they will be expelled, while the overcomers will remain in the kingdom.

III

Whether or not man truly seeks God is determined by the test of his work, that is, by God’s trials, and it has nothing to do with the decision by man himself. God does not reject any person lightly; all that He does can utterly convince man. He doesn’t do anything that is invisible to man, or any work that cannot convince man. Whether man’s belief is true or not is proved by the facts and cannot be decided by man. That “wheat cannot be made into tares, and tares cannot be made into wheat” is without doubt. All those who truly love God will ultimately remain in the kingdom, and God will not treat anyone who truly loves Him poorly.
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411  The Work of the Flesh and the Spirit Is of the Same Essence

I

The incarnate God is called Christ,

and Christ is the flesh donned by the Spirit of God.

This flesh is unlike any man that is of the flesh.

This difference is because Christ is not of flesh and blood;

He’s the incarnation of the Spirit.

He has both a normal humanity and a complete divinity.

His divinity is not possessed by any man.

His normal humanity sustains all His normal activities in the flesh,

while His divinity carries out the work of God Himself.



II

Be it His humanity or divinity,

both submit to the will of the heavenly Father.

The essence of Christ is the Spirit, that is, the divinity.

Therefore, His essence is that of God Himself;

this essence will not disrupt His own work,

and He could not possibly do anything that destroys His own work,

nor would He ever utter any words that go against His own will.

Therefore, the incarnate God

would absolutely never do any work that disrupts His own management.

This is what all people should understand.



III

The essence of the work of the Holy Spirit is to save man,

and is for the sake of God’s own management.

Similarly, the work of Christ is also to save man,

and is for the sake of God’s will.

Given that God becomes flesh, He realizes His essence within His flesh,

such that His flesh is sufficient to undertake His work.

IV

I

The essence of Christ is the Spirit,

So Christ’s essence is that of God Himself;

He couldn’t possibly do anything that destroys His own work.

He couldn’t ever utter any words that go against His own will.

The incarnate God would never do work

that disrupts His own management.

God has no elements of rebelliousness;

the essence of God is good.

He is the expression of all beauty and goodness,

as well as all love.

Even in the flesh, God doesn’t do anything

that rebels against God the Father.

Even at the expense of sacrificing His life,

He’d be wholeheartedly willing to do so,

and He would make no other choice.



II

God possesses no elements

of self-righteousness or self-importance,

or those of conceit and arrogance;

He has no elements of crookedness.

No matter how arduous the work,

no matter how weak the flesh,

God in the flesh will never do anything

that disrupts the work of God Himself.

He won’t forsake the will of God the Father in rebelliousness.

He’d rather suffer pains of the flesh

than go against the will of God the Father.

People make their own choices, but Christ doesn’t.

Though He has the identity of God Himself,

He still seeks the will of God the Father,

and fulfills what’s entrusted to Him by God the Father,

from the perspective of the flesh.

III

All men apart from Christ

may do that which resists God.

No one can directly undertake the work entrusted by God;

Many people break into wild and raucous laughter after coming upon the words of God. But is this laughter any different from the condemnation and blasphemy of the Jews? You are not reverent in the presence of the truth, still less do you possess an attitude of yearning. All you do is doggedly study, and wait with blithe unconcern. What can you gain from studying and waiting like this? Do you think you’ll receive personal guidance from God? If you cannot discern God’s utterances, in what way are you qualified to witness God’s appearance? Wherever God appears, there the truth will be expressed, and there the voice of God will be. I

Your having this kind of attitude toward God leads to your always making conclusions about God. Once you have acquired a little bit of knowledge, you then feel as though you have obtained God in His entirety. Afterward, you conclude that this is how God is, and you do not let Him move freely. Furthermore, whenever God does something new, you simply refuse to admit that He is God.

II

You use the words of God, the work of God, and more doctrines to draw conclusions about Him. Moreover, you never even attempt to understand God; you never try to figure out His intentions, understand His attitude toward humans, or comprehend how God thinks, why He is sad, why He is angry, why He spurns people, and other such questions. Moreover, even more people believe that God has always been silent because He’s simply watching humanity’s various actions, with no attitude or ideas about them. Although God is silent, He still has an attitude and a viewpoint, as well as a standard He demands people to live up to. Though people don’t try to understand Him or seek Him, the attitude of God is very clear.

III

God reminds you to be careful and prudent in your approach to everything around you, and learn how to practice according to the principle of “following God’s way—fearing God and shunning evil” in all things. You must develop an accurate understanding with regard to the matters of God’s intentions and God’s attitude, and you must seek in earnest. I

Job had never seen God or heard God personally utter any teachings to him,

For Job’s heart was pure, and not hidden from God,

and his humanity was honest and kind-hearted,

and he loved justice and that which was positive.

I

In other words, regardless of what God does or the means by which He does it, regardless of the cost, regardless of His objective, the purpose of His actions does not change. His purpose is to work God’s words into man, as well as God’s requirements and intentions for man; in other words, it’s to work into man all that God believes to be positive in accordance with His steps, enabling man to understand God’s heart and comprehend God’s essence, and allowing man to submit to God’s sovereignty and arrangements, thus allowing man to attain fear of God and shunning of evil—all of this is one aspect of God’s purpose in all He does.

II

God didn’t permit Satan to ever again do such things to man,

who’s weak, foolish, and ignorant—

it was enough that Satan had tempted Job!

Not permitting Satan to abuse people howsoever it wishes

is the mercy of God.



II

The lives and everything of people who follow God

are ruled and orchestrated by God;

Satan isn’t entitled to manipulate God’s chosen ones at will—

you should be clear about this point,

you should be clear about this point!

God cares about man’s weakness, and knows his foolishness and ignorance.

Although God has to hand man over to Satan

so that he could be completely saved,

God isn’t willing to see man ever fooled and abused by Satan,

and He does not want to see man always suffering.

Man was created by God,

and that God rules and arranges everything about man

is perfectly natural and justified;

this is the responsibility of God,

and it’s the authority by which God rules all things!



III

God doesn’t permit Satan to abuse and mistreat man at will,

He doesn’t permit Satan to employ various means to lead man astray;

moreover, He doesn’t permit Satan to intervene in God’s sovereignty of man,

nor does He allow Satan to trample and destroy

the laws by which God rules all things,

to say nothing of God’s great work of managing and saving man!

Those whom God wishes to save, and those who can bear testimony to God,

are the core and the crystallization

of the work of God’s six-thousand-year management plan.

They’re also the price of God’s efforts

in His six thousand years of work.

How could God casually give these people to Satan?
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599  God Is Abundantly Merciful and Profoundly Wrathful

The mercy and tolerance of God do indeed exist,

but God’s holiness and righteousness when He unleashes His wrath

also show man the side of God that brooks no offense.



I

When man is fully capable of obeying the commands of God

and acts in accordance with God’s requirements,

God is abundant in His mercy toward man;

when man has been filled with corruption, hatred and enmity for Him,

God is profoundly angry.

To what extent is He profoundly angry?

His wrath will last until God no longer sees man’s resistance and evil deeds,

until they’re no longer before His eyes.

Only then will God’s anger disappear.

Only then will God’s anger disappear.



II

No matter who the person is,

if their heart has become distant from God

and turned away from God, never to return,

then to all appearances or in terms of their subjective desires,

no matter how they wish to worship and follow and submit to God

in their body or in their thinking,

as soon as their heart has turned away from God,

God’s wrath will be unleashed without cease.

It will be such that when God deeply unleashes His anger,

having given man ample opportunities,

once it’s unleashed there’ll be no way of taking it back,

and He’ll never again be merciful and tolerant of such a person.



III

This is one side of God’s disposition that tolerates no offense.

He is tolerant and merciful

toward things that are kind and beautiful and good;

toward things that are evil, sinful, and wicked, He is profoundly wrathful,

such that He is unceasing in His wrath, such that He’s unceasing in His wrath.

These are the two principal and most prominent aspects of God’s disposition,

and, moreover, they’ve been revealed by God from beginning to end:

abundant mercy and profound wrath.
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601  God Asks That Man Submit to Him Unconditionally

I

When Abraham actually raised his knife to sacrifice Isaac to God,

God saw all of his actions, God saw all of his actions,

and it showed God the true heart of Abraham, the true heart of Abraham.

Regardless of his former foolishness, ignorance, and misunderstanding of God,

at that time Abraham’s heart for God was true, and honest,

and he truly was going to return Isaac,

the son given to him by God, back to God.

In him, God saw submission, the very submission that He desired.

In him, God saw submission, the very submission that He desired.



II

To man, God does much that is incomprehensible,

God does much that is incomprehensible and even unbelievable.

When God wishes to orchestrate someone,

this orchestration is often at odds with man’s notions

and incomprehensible to him, incomprehensible to him,

yet it is precisely this dissonance and incomprehensibility

that are God’s trial and test of man,

that are God’s trial and test of man.

But Abraham was able to demonstrate submission to God,

which was the most fundamental condition

of his being able to satisfy God’s requirement.



III

People often say, “I’ve already offered this,

I’ve already forgone that—why is God still not satisfied with me?

God has not seen your heart, and has not gained your heart.

He has not seen your unconditional submission,

and has not been comforted by you.

So it’s natural that God keeps trying you.
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602  The Manifestation of Job’s Fear of God

I

Though affluent, Job’s wealth did not lead him to indulge in his superior living environment, or to gorge himself on the enjoyments of the flesh, or to forget to offer burnt offerings, and much less did it cause him to gradually shun God in his heart. Job was disciplined in his lifestyle, was not greedy or hedonistic as a result of God’s blessings to him, and he did not fixate upon quality of life. Instead, he was humble and modest, he was not given to ostentation, and he was cautious and careful before God. He often gave thought to God’s graces and blessings, and continually harbored a God-fearing heart.

II

In his daily life, Job often rose early to offer burnt offerings for his sons and daughters. Not only did Job himself fear God, but he also hoped that his children would likewise fear God and not sin against God. Job’s material wealth held no place within his heart, nor did it replace the position held by God; Job’s daily actions were all connected to fearing God and shunning evil. His fear of God did not stop at his mouth, but was something he put into action and reflected in each and every part of his daily life.

III

This actual conduct by Job shows us that he was honest, and was possessed of an essence that loved justice and things that were positive. He never walked with those who often sinned and offended God, but instead shunned and avoided them. Even though these people were his sons and daughters, he did not forsake his own principles of conduct because they were his own kin, nor did he indulge their sins because of his own sentiments. Rather, he urged them to confess and gain Jehovah God’s forbearance, and he warned them not to forsake God for the sake of their own greedy enjoyment.

IV

The principles of how Job treated others are inseparable from the principles of his fear of God and shunning of evil. He loved that which was accepted by God, and loathed that which repulsed God; he loved those who feared God in their hearts, and loathed those who committed evil or sinned against God. Such love and loathing was demonstrated in his everyday life, and was the very uprightness of Job seen by God’s eyes. This is also the expression and living out of Job’s true humanity in his relations with others in his daily life.

604  God Treasures Man’s Submission and Sincerity

I

In God’s promise to Abraham, we see God’s heart: God especially treasures man’s submission to Him, and cherishes man’s understanding of Him and sincerity toward Him. How much does God cherish this sincerity? At a time when no one comprehended God’s words or understood His heart, Abraham did something that shook the heavens and made the earth tremble, and it made God feel an unprecedented sense of satisfaction, and brought God the joy of gaining someone who was able to submit to His words. This satisfaction and joy came from a created being made by God’s own hand. It was the first “sacrifice” that man had offered to God and that was most treasured by God, ever since man was created.

II

God had had a hard time waiting for this sacrifice, and He treated it as the first most important gift from man, whom He had created. It showed God the first fruit of His efforts and of the price He had paid, and it allowed Him to see the hope in mankind. Afterward, God had an even greater yearning for a group of such people to keep Him company, to treat Him with sincerity, and to care for Him with sincerity. God even hoped that Abraham would live on, for He wished to have a heart such as Abraham’s accompany Him and be with Him as He continued in His management.
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606  Job’s Faith and Submission Were Elevated During His Trials

I

During two trials, Job stood firm in his testimony, he actually lived out his perfection and uprightness, and the scope of his living principles of fearing God and shunning evil broadened. After Job underwent these two trials, his life contained a richer experience. This experience made him more mature and seasoned, it made him stronger, and of greater conviction, and made him more confident of the rightness and worthiness of the integrity to which he held firm. Jehovah God’s trials of Job enabled him to profoundly experience and feel God’s care for man, and allowed him to feel the preciousness of God’s love, from which point his fear of God gained both consideration and love for God.

II

The trials of Jehovah God not only did not drive Job far away from Him, but brought Job’s heart closer to God. When the fleshly pain endured by Job reached its peak, the concern that he felt from Jehovah God made it so that he couldn’t help but curse the day of his birth. Such conduct was not long-planned, but a natural revelation of consideration and cherishing love for God from within his heart; it was a natural revelation that came from his consideration and cherishing love for God. This is to say, because he loathed himself, and he was unwilling to, and could not stand to pain God, thus his consideration and cherishing love reached the point of forgoing the self.

III

At this time, Job elevated his long-standing adoration and yearning for God and attachment to God to the level of consideration and cherishing love. At the same time, he also elevated his faith and submission to God and fear of God to the level of consideration and cherishing love. He did not allow himself to do anything that would cause harm to God, he did not permit himself any conduct that would hurt God, and did not allow himself to bring any sorrow, grief, or even unhappiness upon God for his own sake. In God’s eyes, Job’s faith, submission, and fear of God had brought God complete satisfaction and enjoyment. At this time, Job had attained the perfection that God had expected him to attain; he had become someone truly worthy of being called “perfect and upright” in God’s eyes.
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608  What God’s Work and Words Bring to Man Is All Life

I

God doesn’t cling to old things or walk the well-trodden path;

He isn’t as prohibitive as man imagines when He works and speaks.

In God, all is free and liberated,

and there is no prohibition, no constraints—

what He brings to man is freedom and liberation.

He is a living God, who genuinely, truly exists.

He is not a puppet or a clay figure;

He is totally different from the idols

that people enshrine and worship.

He is living and vibrant;

what His words and work bring to man

is all life and light, freedom and liberation,

because He holds the truth, the life, and the way—

He isn’t constrained by anything in His work.



II

No matter what people say or how they see or assess His new work,

He will carry out His work without a qualm.

None of created beings can use human reason,

imagination, knowledge, or morality

to measure or define what God does,

to discredit, disturb or sabotage His work.



III

There is no prohibition in His work and what He does;

Any hostile forces and all man’s heresies and fallacies

are all trampled under His footstool.

No matter which new stage of His work He is doing,

it will surely be developed and expanded among man,

carried out unhindered throughout the whole universe

until His great work has been completed.

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609  The Incarnate Son of Man Is God Himself

I

When God’s divinity was realized in ordinary flesh

in a way that people could see and touch,

in a way that people could see and touch,

they no longer felt that He was flickering in and out of perception

or that they could not get close to Him.

On the contrary,

they could try to grasp God’s intentions or understand His divinity

through every movement,

through the words and work of the Son of man.

His divinity and His greatness in the midst of humility,

as well as to gain a preliminary understanding and definition

of the authenticity and practicality of God.

No matter in what form God appears,

no matter from which perspective He speaks,

or in what image He faces mankind,

God represents nothing but Himself.

He can represent neither any one human, nor any of corrupted mankind.

God is God Himself, and this cannot be denied.
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611  How God Sees Mankind

I

After the Lord Jesus had experienced and witnessed people’s lives in sin,

an intense desire manifested in His heart—

to allow humans to free themselves from their lives of struggling in sin.

This desire made Him feel more and more

that He must go to the cross

and take on humanity’s sins, take on humanity’s sins

as soon and as quickly as possible.

These were the thoughts of the Lord Jesus at that time,

after He had lived with people, lived with people

and seen, heard, and felt the misery of their lives in sin,

the misery of their lives in sin.



II

That the incarnate God could have this kind of intention for mankind,

that He could express and reveal this kind of disposition—

is this something an average person could have?

III

This is because God is truth,

because the flesh that He wears also possesses the essence of God,

also possesses the essence of God,

and His thoughts and that which is expressed by His humanity

are also the truth, are also the truth.

No matter how ordinary, how normal, how lowly God’s incarnate flesh is,

or even with what contempt people look down on Him,

His thoughts and His attitude toward mankind

are things that no man could possess,

He will always observe mankind from the perspective of divinity,

from the elevation of His position as the Creator.

He will always see mankind through the essence and the mindset of God.

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612  When You Open Your Heart to God

I

When people don’t understand God

and don’t know His disposition,

their hearts can never truly open, open up to Him.

Once they have understood God,

they will begin to appreciate and savor

what is in His heart with interest and faith.

When you appreciate and savor what is in God’s heart,

your heart will gradually, bit by bit, open up to Him.

When your heart opens up to Him,

you will feel how shameful and contemptible your exchanges with God,

your demands of God, and your own extravagant desires were.



II

When your heart truly opens up to God,

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615  The Experience of God’s Work Is Inseparable From His Word

I

No matter what stage you’ve arrived at in your experience,

you’re inseparable from God’s word or the truth,

and what you understand of God’s disposition

and what you know of what God has and is

are all expressed in the words of God;

they are inextricably linked with the truth.

God’s disposition and what He has and is are, in themselves, the truth;

the truth is an authentic manifestation of God’s disposition

and what He has and is, what He has and is.

It makes what He has and is concrete,

and it makes a clear statement of what He has and is;

II

Behind the truths that God expresses,

people can see His pleasure, anger, sorrow, and happiness,

as well as His essence, His essence—

this is the revealing of His disposition.

Aside from knowing what God has and is,

what is most important is the need to reach this understanding

through practical experience.

If a person removes themselves from real life,

they will not be able to achieve knowledge of God.

Even if there are people who can gain some understanding from God’s words,

their understanding is limited to theories and words,

and there arises a disparity with what God Himself is really like.
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616  God Incarnate Has Lived Long Amongst Man

I

When God became flesh and lived among mankind for a long time, after He had experienced and witnessed people’s various lifestyles, what He thought of was not how to have a good life or how He could live more freely and comfortably. Instead, from His experiences of authentic human life, He saw the hardship in people’s lives. He saw the hardship, the wretchedness, and the sadness of people living a life of sin beneath Satan’s corruption. He also experienced how helpless people were who were living amongst corruption, and He saw and experienced the miserable conditions of humans who lived in sin, who lost all direction amidst the torture to which they were subjected by Satan and by sin. Everything He saw made Him feel the importance and the necessity of the work, He had taken on during this time that He lived in the flesh.

II

Even though He Himself knew that the responsibility He needed to take on in the flesh was so immense, and He knew how cruel the pain would be which He would face, when He saw mankind helpless in sin, when He saw the wretchedness of their lives and their feeble struggles under the law, He felt more and more grieved, and became more and more anxious to save mankind from sin. No matter what kind of difficulties He would face or what kind of pain He would suffer, He became increasingly resolved to redeem mankind, who was living in sin.

III

During this process, the Lord Jesus began to understand more and more clearly the work He needed to do and what He had been entrusted with. He became increasingly eager to complete His work—to assume all of mankind’s sins, to atone for mankind so that they no longer lived in sin, and at the same time, God would be able to forgive man’s sins because of the sin offering, allowing Him to continue to further His work of saving mankind. In the Lord Jesus’ heart, He was willing to offer Himself up for mankind, to sacrifice Himself. He was also willing to act as a sin offering and to be nailed to the cross. When He saw the miserable conditions of human life, He wanted even more to fulfill His mission as quickly as possible, without the delay of a single minute or even a single second.

IV

Feeling such urgency, He spent no thought on how great His own pain would be, nor did He harbor any further apprehension about how much humiliation He would have to endure. He held just one conviction in His heart: As long as He offered Himself up, as long as He was nailed to the cross as a sin offering, then God’s will would be carried out and God would be able to commence new work. Mankind’s life and their state of existence in sin would be completely transformed. His conviction and what He was determined to do were related to saving man, and He had only one objective, which was to follow God’s will so that God could successfully begin the next stage of His work. This was what was in the Lord Jesus’ mind at the time.
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618  The Mankind Which God Wants to Save Is Foremost in His Heart

I

God considers this instance of His management of mankind, of His salvation of mankind, as more important than anything else. He does these things not merely with His mind, and not merely with His words, and He certainly does not do them in a casual manner—He does these things with His intentions, while having a plan, a goal, and standards. It can be seen that this instance of God’s work to save mankind holds great significance for both God and man. No matter how hard the work is, no matter how great the obstacles to it are, no matter how weak humans are, or how profound mankind’s rebelliousness is, none of this is difficult for God.

II

God keeps Himself busy, He’s expending His heart’s blood, and He is managing the work He wants to carry out; He is also arranging everything, and He is holding sovereignty over all those people He wants to work on and all the work He wants to do—all of this is unprecedented. This is the first time God has used these methods and paid such a great price to carry out this major project to manage and save mankind.

III

While God is carrying out all this work, little by little He is expressing and releasing to mankind, without any reservation, His heart’s blood, what He has and is, His wisdom and almightiness, and every aspect of His disposition. The expression and release of these methods is unprecedented. So, in the entire universe, aside from the people who God aims to manage and save, there have never been any creatures so close to God, that have had such an intimate relationship with Him. In the heart of God, the mankind which He wants to manage and save is foremost, and He values this mankind above all else.

IV

Even though He has paid a great price for them, and even though He’s continually hurt and rebelled against by them, He has no complaints or regrets, He still doesn’t leave them or give up on them, and He keeps performing His work without cease. This is because He knows that sooner or later, the day will come when people awaken to the call of His words, are moved by His words, recognize that He’s the Lord of creation, and then return to His side …
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619  The Incarnate God Possesses God’s Authority

I

When the Lord Jesus did things like bringing Lazarus back from the dead, His goal was to give proof for humans and for Satan to see, and to let humans and Satan know that everything about mankind, the life and death of mankind are determined by God, and that even though He had become flesh, He remained in command of the material world which can be seen as well as the spiritual realm which humans cannot see. This was so that mankind and Satan would know that everything about mankind is not under the command of Satan. This was a revelation and demonstration of God’s authority, and it was also a way for God to send a message to all things, that the life and death of mankind are in the hands of God.

II

When the Lord Jesus brought Lazarus back from the dead, He used only these few words: “Lazarus, come forth.” He said nothing aside from this. So, what do these words demonstrate? They demonstrate that God can accomplish anything by speaking, including resurrecting a dead man. When God created all things, when He created the world, He did so with words, which were spoken commands, words with authority, and in this way all things were created, and thus, it was accomplished.

III

These few words spoken by the Lord Jesus were just like the words spoken by God when He created the heavens and earth and all things; in the same way, they held God’s authority and power. All things were formed and stood fast because of words from God’s mouth, and in the same way, Lazarus walked out from his tomb because of the Lord Jesus’ words. This was the authority of God, demonstrated and realized in His incarnate flesh. This type of authority and ability belonged to the Creator, and to the Son of man in whom the Creator was realized. This is the understanding taught to mankind by God bringing Lazarus back from the dead.
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620  The Consequences of Provoking God’s Disposition

I

Toward people who blaspheme and resist Him, or even those who malign Him, or those who intentionally attack, malign, and curse Him, God does not turn a blind eye or a deaf ear, but rather He has a clear attitude toward them. He hates these people, and He condemns them in His heart. He even openly declares what their outcome will be, so that people know that He has a clear attitude toward those who blaspheme Him, and so that they know how He will determine their outcome.

II

God uses the occurrence of facts to deal with the evil behavior of some people. When these facts happen, it’s people’s flesh that suffers punishment, meaning that the punishment is something that can be seen with human eyes. When dealing with some people’s evil behavior, God just curses them with words and His anger also comes upon them, but the punishment they receive may be something people cannot see. Nonetheless, this type of outcome may be even more serious than the outcomes that people can see, such as being punished or killed.

III

So when people resist God and malign and blaspheme Him, if they provoke His disposition, or if they push God past the limit of His tolerance, then the consequences do not bear thinking about. The most severe consequence is that God hands their lives and everything about them over to Satan once and for all. They will not be forgiven for all of eternity. This means that this person has become food in Satan’s mouth, a toy in its hand, and from then on God has nothing more to do with them.

IV

If a person angers God to the point that God does not even want to see them again and is prepared to completely give up on them, to the point where He does not even want to deal with them Himself—if it gets to the point where He will hand them over to Satan for it to do as it will, to allow Satan to control, consume, and treat them in whatever way it pleases—then this person is utterly finished. Their right to be a human has been permanently revoked, and their right to be a created being has come to an end. Is this not the most severe kind of punishment?
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621  The Three Admonishments of God to Man

I

It is very important that God came to mankind using the way of incarnation.

Also important is the work that He did in the flesh,

but even more important to every person living in the flesh,

to every person living in corruption,

are the disposition He revealed and the intentions He expressed.

Is this something that you can understand?

After understanding God’s disposition and what He has and is,

as to how you should treat Him,

finally, God would like to give you three pieces of counsel:

First, do not test God.

No matter how much you understand about God,

no matter how much you know about His disposition,

absolutely do not test Him, absolutely do not test Him.



II

Second, do not contend for status with God.

No matter what type of status God gives you

or what kind of work He entrusts you with,

no matter what kind of duty He raises you up to perform,

and no matter how much you have expended yourself and sacrificed for God,

absolutely don’t compete for status with Him,

don’t compete for status with Him.

Third, do not compete with God.

No matter whether you understand

or if you can submit to what God does with you,

what He arranges for you, and the things He brings to you,

absolutely do not compete with God.

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623  God’s Requirement and Exhortation of His Followers

It was these three questions that led and motivated Peter to follow his path in life to the end, and it was these questions at the Lord Jesus’ parting that led Peter to start on his path of being made perfect, that led him, because of his love for the Lord, to care for the Lord’s heart, to submit to the Lord, to offer comfort to the Lord, and to offer up his whole life and his whole being because of this love.
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624  God’s Authority Is a Symbol of His Identity

The power of God is able to create things of any form

III

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637  The Mark of the Creator’s Identity

Jehovah said: “As for Me, behold, My covenant is with you, and you shall be a father of many nations.” “And I will make you exceeding fruitful, and I will make nations of you, and kings shall come out of you” (Gen 17:4, 6). “Abraham shall surely become a great and mighty nation, and all the nations of the earth shall be blessed in him” (Gen 18:18).

I

All that which God said to Abraham was a covenant that God established with Abraham, and a promise made by God to Abraham. This promise was an established fact, as well as an accomplished fact, and these facts were gradually fulfilled in God’s thoughts according to God’s plan. For God to say such words does not mean that He has an arrogant disposition, for God is able to achieve such things. He has this power and authority, and is fully capable of achieving these acts, and their accomplishment is entirely within the range of His ability.

II

These words are a revelation and expression of God’s true disposition, a perfect revelation and manifestation of the essence and authority of God, and there is nothing more appropriate and suitable as proof of the Creator’s identity. I

The authority of God cannot be imitated by man, and the identity and status of God cannot be impersonated by man. II

In the eyes of God, you shall forever be a small created being, and regardless of how great your skills and ability are, regardless of how many gifts you have, you are, in your entirety, under the dominion of the Creator. Though you are capable of saying some brash words, this can neither show that you have the essence of the Creator, nor represent that you possess the authority of the Creator. God’s authority and power are the essence of God Himself. They were not learned or added externally, but are the inherent essence of God Himself.
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639  God Approved of the Repentance of the King of Nineveh

Speaking:

“And Jonah began to enter into the city a day’s journey, and he cried, and said, Yet forty days, and Nineveh shall be overthrown.” These are the words that God directly passed on to Jonah to tell the Ninevites, so of course, these are the words that Jehovah wished to say to the Ninevites.

I

When the king of Nineveh heard this news, he arose from his throne, took off his robe, dressed himself in sackcloth and sat in ashes. He then proclaimed that no one in the city would be allowed to taste anything. Man and livestock alike were to don sackcloth, and the people were to make earnest entreaties to God. The king also proclaimed that everyone would turn away from their evil ways and forsake the violence in their hands. Judging from this series of actions, the king of Nineveh had true repentance in the depths of his heart. Through this series of actions, the king of Nineveh truly accomplished that which a ruler should. His series of actions is one that was difficult for any king in human history to achieve, and indeed, no other king achieved these things. II

II

His heart is pulled along with every one of man’s actions:

He’s angered, distressed and grieved over man’s wickedness and corruption;

what He is and has is expressed entirely

III

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642  God’s Pity on Mankind

The following passage was recorded in the Book of Jonah 4:10–11:

“Then said Jehovah, You have had pity on the gourd,

for the which you have not labored, neither made it grow;

God’s wrath is holy and unoffendable.

In the same way,

the other aspect of God’s righteous disposition—

God’s mercy—is holy and cannot be offended.

None of the created or non-created beings

can replace or represent God in His actions,

nor could anyone have replaced or represented Him

in the destruction of Sodom or the salvation of Nineveh.

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648  God’s Disposition Is Merciful and Loving, and More Importantly, Righteous and Majestic

I

God’s use of fire to destroy the city of Sodom is His swiftest method of utterly annihilating a humanity or any other thing. Burning the people of Sodom destroyed more than their physical bodies; it destroyed the entirety of their spirits, their souls and their bodies, ensuring that the people inside the city would cease to exist in both the material world and the world that’s invisible to man. This is one way in which God reveals and expresses His wrath. This manner of revelation and expression is one aspect of the essence of God’s wrath, just as it is naturally also a revelation of the essence of God’s righteous disposition.

II

When God sends forth His wrath, He ceases to reveal any mercy or lovingkindness, nor does He display any more of His tolerance or patience; there is no person, thing or reason that can persuade Him to continue to be patient, to give His mercy again, to bestow His tolerance once more. In place of these things, without a moment’s hesitation, God sends forth His wrath and majesty, doing what He desires. He will do these things in a swift and clean manner in accordance with His own wishes. This is the way in which God sends forth His wrath and majesty, which man must not offend, and it is also an expression of one aspect of His righteous disposition.

III

When people witness God showing concern and love toward man, they are unable to detect His wrath, unable to see His majesty or feel His intolerance toward offense. These things have always led people to believe that God’s righteous disposition is one solely of mercy, tolerance and love. However, when one sees God destroy a city or detest a humanity, His rage in the destruction of man and His majesty allow people to glimpse the other side of His righteous disposition. This is God’s intolerance to offense.

I

When God sends forth His rage,

wicked forces are checked and wicked things are destroyed,

His attitude is also crystal-clear. He is not muddle-headed,

He is not blind, impulsive, or careless,

and He is certainly not unprincipled.

This is the practical aspect of God’s wrath,

and it is because of this practical aspect of God’s wrath

that humanity has attained its normal existence.

Without God’s wrath,

humanity would descend into abnormal living conditions.

When one angers God, that which God sends forth is His inherent disposition; at this time the principle behind His anger does not change, nor do His unique identity and status. II

Man’s flagrant provocation of God is a severe challenge to God’s own identity and status. In God’s view, when man challenges Him, man is contesting Him and tempting His anger. When man opposes God, when man contests God, when man continuously tempts God’s anger, that is precisely when sin runs rampant—at such times, God’s wrath will naturally reveal and present itself. 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651  The Warning of God’s Destruction of Sodom to Mankind

I

In regard to all of the evil deeds committed by the people of Sodom,

harming God’s servants was only the tip of the iceberg,

and their wicked nature that was thus revealed

actually amounted to no more than a drop in a vast sea.

Therefore, God chose to destroy them with fire.

God didn’t use a flood, nor did He use a hurricane, earthquake,

tsunami or any other method to destroy the city.

II

Here, “destruction” not only refers to

I

God’s disposition that tolerates no offense

This aspect of God’s disposition is the one that humans should know the most.

Only God Himself has this kind of disposition,

and only God Himself is possessed of this kind of disposition.

I

Regardless of how angry God had been with the Ninevites, as soon as they declared a fast and donned sackcloth and ashes, His heart began to gradually soften and He began to change His mind. The moment before He proclaimed to them that He would destroy their city—the moment prior to their confession and repentance for their sins—God was still angry with them. Once they had carried out a series of repentant acts, God’s anger for the people of Nineveh gradually transformed into mercy and tolerance for them.

II

There is nothing contradictory about the coinciding revelation of these two aspects of God’s disposition in the same event. God expressed and revealed each of these two polar-opposite essences before and after the people of Nineveh repented, allowing people to see the realness and the unoffendableness of God’s essence. God used His attitude to tell people the following: It’s not that God does not tolerate people, or that He does not want to show mercy to them; rather, it is that they rarely truly repent to God, and it’s rare that people truly turn away from their evil ways and abandon the violence in their hands.

III

When God is angry with man, He hopes that man will be able to truly repent, and He hopes to see man’s true repentance, in which case He’ll then liberally continue to bestow His mercy and tolerance upon man. That is, man’s evil deeds incur God’s wrath, whereas God’s mercy and tolerance are given to those who listen to God and truly repent before Him, to those who can turn away from their evil ways and abandon the violence in their hands. God’s attitude was very clearly revealed in His treatment of the Ninevites: It’s not hard to gain God’s mercy and tolerance, and what He requires is one’s true repentance. As long as people turn away from their evil ways and abandon their violence, God will change His heart and His attitude toward them.
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659  God Is the Sole Sovereign of Man’s Fate

I

No matter how far you have walked in life, no matter how old you are now,

no matter how long the rest of your journey may be,

how long the rest of your journey may be,

first you must recognize God’s authority and take it seriously,

and accept the fact that God is your unique Sovereign,

God is your unique Sovereign.

I

Where a person will go, what they will do, who or what they will encounter, what they will say, and what will happen to them during each day—can people predict any of these things? People not only cannot foresee all these occurrences, but even more so, they cannot control how these things develop. In people’s daily lives, these unforeseeable events happen all the time, they are common occurrences. The occurrence of these “trivial affairs of daily life” and the means and patterns of their development, are constant reminders to mankind that nothing happens at random, and that the process of each event’s development and the inevitableness of each event cannot be shifted by human will.

II

The occurrence of every event conveys an admonition from the Creator to mankind, and it also sends the message that human beings cannot control their own fates. At the same time, it’s also a rebuttal to mankind’s ambition and desire of futilely hoping to take its fate into its own hands. This rebuttal is like a powerful slap to the face that hits mankind over and over, forcing people to reflect on who exactly holds sovereignty over and controls their fate. And as their ambitions and desires are constantly dashed and shattered, people also cannot help but unconsciously conform to the arrangements of fate, and accept reality, the will of Heaven, and the Creator’s sovereignty.

III

Nothing except the predestination of the Creator

has a bearing on a person’s fate.

665  Only Those Who Love the Truth Can Submit to God’s Sovereignty

Whether you truly have a heart and a spirit

and whether you are a person who loves the truth

depends on what kind of attitude you take

toward God’s sovereignty and toward the truth.

and you will without a doubt be spurned by God,

due to the path you’ve taken and the choice you’ve made.



II

But those who, in God’s work,

can accept His trial and accept His sovereignty,

submit to His authority, and gradually gain real experience of His words

will have attained real knowledge of God’s authority,

real understanding of His sovereignty;

they will have truly surrendered to the Creator.

Only such people will have truly been saved.



III

Because they have known God’s sovereignty,

because they have accepted it,

their appreciation of the fact of God’s sovereignty over human fate,

their submission to it, is real and accurate.

When they face death, face death,

they will have, like Job, a mind undaunted by death,

a mind undaunted by death,

and submit to God’s orchestrations and arrangements in all things like Job,

with no individual choice, with no individual desire.

Only such a person will be able to return to the Creator’s side

as a true, created human being,

as a true, created human being.
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666  God’s Authority Is Unique

I

God’s authority is unique.

It is the characteristic expression of the identity of God Himself,

and the special essence of the identity of God Himself;

such is not possessed by any created or non-created being,

such is not possessed by any created or non-created being;

only the Creator possesses this kind of authority.

That is to say, only the Creator—God the Unique—

is expressed in this way and has this essence,

is expressed in this way and has this essence.



II

Though the phrase “God’s authority” may seem unfathomable, unfathomable,

God’s authority is not at all abstract.

He is present with man through every minute of man’s life;

He leads man through every day.

So, in real life, every person will necessarily

see and experience the most tangible aspect of God’s authority.

This tangible aspect is proof enough that God’s authority truly exists,

and it fully allows one to recognize and to comprehend

the fact that God possesses such authority.

God created everything,

and having created it, He holds sovereignty over all things.

In addition to holding sovereignty over all things,

He is in control of everything.



III

From the very phrase, “God is in control of everything,”

we should see what God controls is not a portion of planets

nor a portion of creation, much less a portion of mankind,

but everything: from the massive to the microscopic,

from the visible to the invisible,

from the stars of the cosmos to the living things on earth,

the living things on earth,

as well as microorganisms that cannot be seen with the naked eye

and beings that exist in other forms, beings that exist in other forms.

This is the precise definition

of the “everything” that God is “in control of”;

it is the scope of His authority, the extent of His sovereignty and rule.
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667  The True Embodiment of the Creator’s Authority

I

The fates of humanity and of all things

are intimately entwined with the Creator’s sovereignty;

they’re inseparably tied to the Creator’s orchestrations;

in the end, they’re inseparable from the Creator’s authority.

In the laws of all things, man comes to understand

the Creator’s orchestrations and His sovereignty;

in the rules of survival of all things,

he comes to perceive the Creator’s governance;

in the fates of all things, man comes to infer the ways

the Creator exercises His sovereignty and control over them;

in the life cycles of human beings and all things,

man truly comes to experience the Creator’s orchestrations and arrangements

for all things and living beings;

he comes to see how those orchestrations and arrangements supersede

all earthly laws, rules, and institutions, all other powers and forces.



II

This being so, humanity is compelled to recognize

that the Creator’s sovereignty cannot be violated by any created being,

that no force can usurp upon

or alter the events and things predestined by the Creator.

It’s under these divine laws and rules

that humans and all things live and propagate, generation after generation.

Is this not the true embodiment of the Creator’s authority?

Though man sees, in the objective laws,

the Creator’s sovereignty and His ordination for all events and all things,

how many people can fully grasp the principle

of the Creator’s sovereignty over all things?

How many people can truly know, recognize, accept,

and submit to the Creator’s sovereignty

over their own fate and His arrangement of their own fate?

Who will truly believe and recognize

that the Creator holds sovereignty over the fates of men’s lives

because they believe in the fact of the Creator’s sovereignty over all things?

Who can truly comprehend the fact that man’s fate rests in the Creator’s palm?
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669  The Creator Controls Man’s Life and Death

I

If one’s birth was destined by one’s previous life,

then one’s death marks the end of that destiny,

one’s death marks the end of that destiny.

If one’s birth is the beginning of one’s mission in this life,

then one’s death marks the end of that mission,

one’s death marks the end of that mission.

Since the Creator has determined

a fixed set of circumstances for a person’s birth,

it goes without saying that He has also arranged

a fixed set of circumstances for one’s death.

In other words, no one is born by chance,

no one’s death arrives abruptly,

and both birth and death

are necessarily connected with one’s previous and present lives.



II

The circumstances of one’s birth and death

are both predetermined by the Creator;

this is a person’s destiny, that is to say, a person’s fate.

Everyone wants an illustrious birth, a brilliant life, and a glorious death,

but no one can reach past their own destiny,

no one can escape the Creator’s sovereignty.

This is human fate.

Although man can make all kinds of plans for his future,

no one can plan out how they’re born

or the manner and time of their departure from the world.



III

Though people do their best to avoid and resist the coming of death,

still, unbeknownst to them,

death silently draws near, death silently draws near.

No one knows the time when they will depart from this world,

nor does anyone know in what manner they will depart.

Even more so, no one knows where it will happen.

Obviously, it’s not humanity that holds the power of life and death,

not some being in the natural world, not some being in the natural world,

but the Creator, whose authority is unique, whose authority is unique.

Mankind’s life and death are not the product of some law of the natural world,

but a consequence of the sovereignty of the Creator’s authority.
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670  Man’s Life Cannot Be Bought With Money or Fame and Gain

I

People spend their whole lives chasing after money and fame and gain; they clutch at these straws, treating them like their only means of support, as if by having them they could live on, exempt from death. But only when they are about to die do they realize how distant these things are from them, and, in the face of death, how weak and powerless they are, how vulnerable they are, and how lonely and helpless they are, with nowhere to turn. They realize that life cannot be bought with money or fame and gain, that no matter how wealthy a person may be, no matter how lofty their position, all are equally poor and insignificant in the face of death.

II

They realize that money cannot buy life, that fame and gain cannot erase death, that neither money nor fame and gain can lengthen a person’s life by a single minute, a single second. The more people feel this way, the more they yearn to keep on living; the more people feel this way, the more they dread the approach of death. Only at this point do they truly realize that their lives do not belong to them, are not theirs to control, and that one has no say over whether one lives or dies—it is beyond anyone’s control.
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671  People Must Understand the Meaning and Value of Being Alive

I

Because of the Creator’s sovereignty and predestination, a lonely soul that started out with absolutely nothing gains parents and a family, gains the chance to become a member of the human race, and it gains the chance to experience human life and journey through the human world; it also gains the chance to experience the Creator’s sovereignty, to come to know the wonders of the Creator’s creation, and more than that, gains the chance to come to know and surrender to the authority of the Creator. Yet most people do not truly seize this rare and fleeting opportunity. People exhaust a lifetime of energy fighting against fate, and spend their whole lives bustling about trying to provide for their families and rushing back and forth for the sake of prestige and profit.

II

The very things that people hold as treasures are family love, money, and fame and gain, they view these as the most valuable things in life. All people complain about being ill-fated, yet still they push to the back of their minds the issues that people should most understand and explore, such as why man is alive, how man should live, and what the value and meaning of human life are. They spend their entire lives, however long they may last, merely rushing about seeking fame and gain, until their youth is gone and they have become gray and wrinkled, until they realize that fame and gain cannot stop them from getting old, that money cannot fill the emptiness of their hearts, and until they understand that no one can escape the laws of birth, aging, sickness, and death, and that no one can evade the arrangements of fate.

III

When people are soon to bid farewell to the world, they arrive at the gradual realization that everything in the world is drifting away, that they no longer have the strength to hold onto anything that was originally theirs; at this time, they truly feel that they are just like a newly born, wailing infant after all, still possessed of absolutely nothing. At this point, they’re compelled to begin to ponder what they have done in their life, what the value of being alive is, what the meaning of being alive is, and why people came into the world. And it is precisely at this point that they increasingly want to know whether there really is a next life, whether Heaven really exists, whether there really is retribution….

IV

Only when someone has actually come to this point do they realize that when a person enters this world, they must first understand where human beings come from, why people are alive, and who holds sovereignty over human fate, and who provides for and has sovereignty over human existence—this understanding is the capital by which a person lives, and it is the essential basis for a person’s survival. Though the various survival skills that people spend their lives mastering enable them to possess an abundance of material comforts, those skills never bring true consolation and steadiness to their hearts. Instead, they make people constantly lose their direction, have difficulty controlling themselves, and miss opportunities time and again to learn the meaning of life, and they give rise to hidden troubles in people about how to face death correctly—people’s lives are ruined in this way.
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673  Knowing God’s Sovereignty Leads to Liberation and Freedom

I

If people cannot truly recognize the fact that the Creator has sovereignty over human fate and over all human matters, if they cannot truly submit to the Creator’s dominion, then it will be difficult for them not to be driven and fettered by the idea that “one’s fate is in one’s own hands.” It will be difficult for them to shake off the pain of their intense struggle against fate and the Creator’s authority, and, needless to say, it will also be hard for them to become truly liberated and free, to become people who worship God.

II

But there is an exceedingly simple way to free oneself from this state, which is to bid farewell to one’s former way of living; to say goodbye to one’s previous goals in life; to summarize and dissect one’s previous lifestyle, view of life, pursuits, desires, and ideals; and then to compare them with God’s intentions and demands for man, and see whether any of them is consistent with God’s intentions and demands, whether any of them delivers the right values of life, leads one to a greater understanding of the truth, and allows one to live with humanity and the likeness of a human being.

III

When you repeatedly investigate and carefully dissect the various goals that people pursue in life and their myriad ways of living, you will find not one of them conforms to the Creator’s original intention with which He created humanity. All of them draw people away from the Creator’s sovereignty and care; they’re all traps which cause people to become depraved, and which lead them to hell. After you recognize this, your task is to lay aside your old view of life, stay far from various traps, let God take charge of your life and make arrangements for you; it is to try only to submit to God’s orchestrations and guidance, to live without individual choice, and to become a person who worships God.
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676  A Person’s Fate in Life Depends on God’s Sovereignty

I

Were it not for the Creator’s predestination and His guidance,

a life newly born into this world

would not know where to go or where to stay,

would have no relations, belong nowhere, and have no real home.

But because of the Creator’s meticulous arrangements,

this new life has a place to stay,

parents, a place it belongs, and relatives,

and hence that life sets out on the course of its journey.



II

The materialization of this new life is determined by the Creator’s plans,

and everything it will come to possess is bestowed upon it by the Creator.

The predetermination of a person’s birth by the Creator

means that He will bestow upon that person all things necessary for survival;

and, likewise, the fact that a person is born

means they will receive all things necessary for survival from the Creator,

and from that point on, they will live in another form,

provided for by the Creator and subject to the Creator’s sovereignty.



III

The births of people of all stripes are determined by the fates

the Creator has in store for them, the Creator has in store for them;

their births determine their fates in their present lives

as well as the roles they will play and the missions they will fulfill.

All this is subject to the Creator’s sovereignty, predestined by Him;

no one can escape their predestined lot,

no one can change their birth, no one can change their birth,

and no one can choose their fate, no one can choose their fate.
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677  God Is the Sovereign of Human Fate

I

How much knowledge do you have of God’s sovereignty?

What insights have you gained into human fate?

Can one achieve everything one desires in life and in the way one wished?

How many things have happened that you never anticipated?

How many things come as pleasant surprises?

How many things do people

still wait on in the expectation that they will bear fruit—

unconsciously awaiting the right moment, awaiting the will of Heaven?

How many things make people feel helpless and clueless about what to do?

Everyone is full of hopes about their fate,

anticipating that everything in their life will go as they wish,

that they will not want for food or clothing,

that their fortunes will rise spectacularly.

Nobody wants a life that is poor and lowly,

full of hardships and beset by calamities.

But people cannot foresee or control these things,

people cannot foresee or control these things.



II

Although people live within creation

and derive enjoyment from the many ways

in which the world satisfies their material needs,

and though they see this material world constantly advancing,

yet what their hearts and their spirits feel and experience

has nothing to do with material things,

and nothing material is a substitute for it.

It is a recognition deep in one’s heart.

This recognition lies in one’s understanding of,

and one’s perception of, human life and human fate.

And it often leads one to the apprehension

that an unseen Sovereign is arranging all things,

orchestrating everything for man.

In the midst of all this,

one cannot but accept fate’s arrangements and orchestrations;

one cannot but accept the path ahead that the Creator has laid out,

accept the Creator’s sovereignty over one’s fate,

accept the Creator’s sovereignty over one’s fate.
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679  It Is Crucial to Know God’s Authority

I

The truths regarding God’s authority are truths that every person must regard seriously, must experience and understand with their heart; for these truths have a bearing on every person’s life; on every person’s past, present, and future; on the crucial junctures through which every person must pass in life; on man’s knowledge of God’s sovereignty and the attitude with which one should face God’s authority; and naturally, on every person’s final destination. So, it takes a lifetime’s worth of energy to know and understand them.

II

When you look squarely at God’s authority, when you accept His sovereignty, you’ll gradually come to realize and understand the truth of the existence of God’s authority. But if you never recognize God’s authority and never accept His sovereignty, then no matter how many years you live, you won’t gain the slightest knowledge of God’s sovereignty. If you do not truly know and understand God’s authority, then when you reach the end of the road, even if you have believed in God for decades, you will have nothing to show for your life, and you will naturally not have the least knowledge of God’s sovereignty over human fate. This is a very sad thing.

III

God is man’s only Lord, God is the only Sovereign of human fate, and so it’s impossible for man to hold sovereignty over his own fate, nor is it possible for him to step outside of it. If one of you is still dissatisfied with things as they stand, believing you have some special skill or ability, and thinking still that by some stroke of luck you can change your present circumstances or otherwise escape them; if you attempt to change your own fate by means of human effort, and thereby distinguish yourself from your fellows and win fame and fortune; then I say to you, you are making things hard for yourself, you are only asking for trouble, you are digging your own grave! One day, sooner or later, you will discover you have made the wrong choice and your efforts have been wasted. Your ambition, your desire to struggle against fate, and your own egregious conduct will lead you down a road of no return, and for this you will pay a bitter price.
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680  The Attitude You Should Adopt Toward God’s Sovereignty

I

With what attitude should man know and regard God’s authority and the fact of God’s sovereignty over human fate? When confronting real-life problems, what attitude should you adopt to demonstrate your intention to submit, your desire to submit, and the reality of your submission to God’s sovereignty and arrangements? First you must learn to wait; then you must learn to seek; then you must learn to submit. “Waiting” means waiting for the time of God, awaiting the people, events, and things that He has arranged for you, waiting for His intentions to be gradually revealed to you.

II

“Seeking” means observing and understanding God’s thoughtful intentions for you through the people, events, and things that He has laid out, understanding the truth through them, understanding what humans must accomplish and the ways they must adhere to, understanding what results God means to achieve in humans and what accomplishments He means to attain in them. “Submitting” refers to accepting the people, events, and things that God has orchestrated, accepting His sovereignty and, through it, coming to know how the Creator holds sovereignty over man’s fate, how He supplies man with His life, how He works the truth within man.

III

All things under God’s arrangements and sovereignty obey natural laws, and if you resolve to let God arrange and hold sovereignty over everything for you, you should learn to wait, you should learn to seek, and you should learn to submit. This is the attitude every person who wants to submit to God’s authority must adopt, and the basic quality every person who wants to accept God’s sovereignty and arrangements must possess. To hold such an attitude, to possess such a quality, you must work harder. This is the only way you can enter into the true reality.
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681  God Constantly Guides the Life of Man

I

Ever since God created man, He has always guided mankind’s life, whether it be by bestowing blessings on mankind, establishing laws and commandments for mankind, or stipulating various ordinances for life—all these things that God does are for the good of mankind, and are leading and guiding man toward living a normal life. Whether man abides by regulations or keeps the laws, God’s aim is for man to not fall into worshiping Satan and being harmed by Satan—this is His most fundamental aim, and it is His initial aim. Although He has plans and intentions regarding man, this is not for His own sake. II

But when God reproaches you for your corruption, or when He judges and disciplines you for your rebelliousness, He reproaches you with words, and He disciplines you through environments and through people, events, and things. God works in a gentle, delicate, loving and caring way, a way that is extraordinarily measured and appropriate, and that will not provoke in you intense feelings. God will never give you that kind of intense realization or intense feeling which your heart cannot bear.

III

God uses His words, the truth, and His life to continuously provide for man, to support man. His love for man, His treasuring and cherishing of man cannot be expressed clearly by man in just one or two sentences. These are not things that are brought about by man’s boasting but things that God Himself brings forth in actual action; they are the revelation of God’s essence. All the things that God gives to man, including God’s words, what God works on man through various means, what God tells man, what God reminds and exhorts man of, originate from one essence: the holiness of God.
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683  Satan Controls People’s Thoughts With Fame and Gain

I

Satan uses fame and gain to control man’s thoughts, making people think of nothing but fame and gain. They struggle for fame and gain, suffer hardships for fame and gain, endure humiliation and bear heavy burdens for fame and gain, sacrifice everything they have for fame and gain, and they will make any judgment or decision for the sake of fame and gain. In this way, Satan places invisible shackles upon people, and, wearing these shackles, they have neither the strength nor the courage to break free. They unknowingly bear these shackles and trudge ever onward with great difficulty. It's for the sake of this fame and gain that mankind strays from God and betrays Him, and becomes increasingly wicked. In this way, one generation after another is destroyed in the midst of Satan’s fame and gain.

II

Maybe today you still cannot see through Satan’s sinister motives because you think that life would have no meaning without fame and gain, and you think that if people leave fame and gain behind, they will no longer be able to see the way ahead, no longer be able to see their goals, and their futures will become dark, dim and gloomy. But, slowly, you will all one day recognize that fame and gain are massive shackles that Satan places upon man. When that day comes, you will thoroughly resist Satan’s control and thoroughly resist the shackles brought to you by Satan. When the time comes that you wish to free yourself from all these things that Satan has instilled in you, you will then make a clean break with Satan and you will truly hate all that Satan has brought to you. 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684  How Satan Uses Social Trends to Corrupt Man

I

Satan corrupts and controls man through social trends. The ideas that social trends bring about in people, the way they cause people to conduct themselves in the world, and the life goals and outlook that they bring about in people—they can control and influence people’s thoughts and opinion. These trends arise one after another, and they all carry an evil influence that continually debases mankind, causing people to lose conscience, humanity and reason, weakening their morals and their quality of character ever more, to the extent that we can even say that the majority of people now have no integrity, no humanity, and neither do they have any conscience, much less any reason.

II

Satan uses these social trends to lure people one step at a time into a nest of devils, so that people caught up in social trends unknowingly advocate money and material desires, wickedness and violence. Once these things have entered the heart of man, man becomes a devil and Satan! Man begins to take pleasure in wickedness and violence, showing no love for beauty or goodness, much less peace. People are not willing to live the simple life of normal humanity, but instead wish to enjoy high status and great wealth, to revel in the pleasures of the flesh, sparing no effort to satisfy their own flesh, with no restrictions, no bonds to hold them back; in other words, doing whatever they desire.

III

When man has become immersed in these kinds of trends, man becomes more and more wicked, arrogant, condescending, selfish and malicious. There is no longer any affection between people, and there is no longer any love between family members, no longer any understanding among relatives and friends; human relations have become characterized by violence. Each and every person seeks to use violent methods to live among their fellow man; they seize their daily bread using violence; they win their positions and obtain their profits using violence, and they use violent and wicked ways to do anything they want. Is this humanity not horrifying?
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685  God’s Earnest Intentions Behind His Work to Save Man

I

During this stage of work in the last days,

man has seen the love of God and God’s judgment and chastisement,

God’s judgment and chastisement.

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704  The Necessary Path to Fearing God and Shunning Evil

I

“Fearing God” does not mean inexplicable fright and dread, nor evasion, nor keeping a distance, nor idolization or superstition. Rather, it means admiration, reverence, trust, understanding, consideration, submission, dedication, love, as well as unconditional and uncomplaining worship, requital, and surrender. Without genuine knowledge of God, people will not have genuine admiration, nor will they have genuine trust or understanding, genuine consideration or submission, only terror and unease, only doubt, misunderstanding, evasion, and keeping a distance; without genuine knowledge of God, people will not have genuine dedication and requital; without genuine knowledge of God, people will not have genuine worship and surrender, only blind idolization and superstition; without genuine knowledge of God, people cannot possibly follow the way of God, or fear God, or shun evil. Conversely, every activity and behavior that people engage in will be filled with rebellion and resistance against God, with slanders and judgments about Him, and with evil deeds that run contrary to the truth and to the true meaning of God’s words.

II

Once people have real trust in God, they will really follow Him and depend on Him; only with real reliance on God can people genuinely get to know Him and show Him understanding; along with real understanding of God comes real consideration for Him; only with genuine consideration for God can people have genuine submission; only with genuine submission to God can people have genuine dedication; only with genuine dedication to God can people have unconditional and uncomplaining requital; only with genuine reliance, genuine understanding and consideration, genuine submission, genuine dedication and requital, can people truly come to know God’s disposition and essence, and the identity of the Creator; only when they have truly come to know the Creator can genuine worship and surrender arise within them; only when they have real worship of and surrender to the Creator will they be able to truly break free from evil deeds—that is, to shun evil.
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705  How to Experience and Know God’s Words

I

God’s possessions and being, God’s essence, God’s disposition—all has been made known in His words to humankind. When he experiences God’s words, man will in the process of putting them into practice come to understand the purpose behind the words God speaks, and to understand the source and background of God’s words, and to understand and appreciate the intended effect of God’s words. These are all things that man must experience, grasp, and attain in order to attain truth and life, grasp God’s intentions, become transformed in his disposition, and become able to submit to God’s sovereignty and arrangements. At the same time that man experiences, grasps, and attains these things, he will gradually have gained an understanding of God, and at this time he will also have gained different degrees of knowledge about Him.

II

Only after appreciating, experiencing, feeling, and confirming these things does man’s knowledge of God acquire content; only the knowledge that man obtains at this time is actual, real, and accurate, and this process—of attaining genuine understanding and knowledge of God through appreciating, experiencing, feeling, and confirming His words—is no other than true communion between man and God. In the midst of this kind of communion, man comes truly to understand and comprehend the intentions of God, comes truly to understand and know God’s possessions and being and God’s essence, comes gradually to understand and know God’s disposition, arrives at real certainty about, and a correct definition of, the fact of God’s sovereignty over all creation, and gains an essential bearing on and knowledge of God’s identity and status.

III

In the midst of this kind of communion, man changes, step by step, his ideas about God, no longer imagining Him out of thin air, or giving rein to his own suspicions about Him, or misunderstanding Him, or condemning Him, or passing judgment on Him, or doubting Him. Thus, man will have fewer disputes with God, he will have fewer conflicts with God, and there will be fewer occasions on which man rebels against God. Man’s caring for and submission to God will grow greater, and his fear of God will become more real and more profound. In the midst of such communion, man will not only attain the provision of truth and the baptism of life, but he will at the same time also attain true knowledge of God. In the midst of such communion, man will not only be transformed in his disposition and receive salvation, but he will at the same time also garner the true fear and worship of a created being toward God.

IV

Having had this kind of communion, man’s faith in God will no longer be a blank sheet of paper, or a promise offered up in lip service, or a form of blind pursuit and idolization; only with this kind of communion will man’s life grow toward maturity day by day, and only now will his disposition gradually be transformed, and his faith in God will, step by step, pass from a vague and uncertain belief into real submission and caring, into real fear, and man will also, in the process of following God, gradually progress from a passive to an active stance, from the negative to the positive; only with this kind of communion will man achieve true understanding and comprehension of God, and true knowledge of God.

“Fearing God and shunning evil” and knowing God are indivisibly connected by a myriad threads, and the connection between them is self-evident. II

This is a consequence of people being fooled by their satanic natures; it stops them from ridding themselves of this kind of life, this kind of disposition. People are willing to accept being fooled like this and to live in this; they do not want to practice the truth and walk the path of light.

II

You think that deceitful people living like this is exhausting, and that their acting this way is unnecessary—but they think it absolutely necessary. They think that to not do so would cause them humiliation, that it would harm their image, their reputation, and their interests, too, and that they would lose too much. They treasure these things, they treasure their own image, their own reputation and status. This is the true face of people who do not love the truth.

III

When people are unwilling to be honest or practice the truth, it is because they do not love the truth. In their hearts, they treasure things like reputation and status, they like to follow worldly trends, and live under the power of Satan. This is a problem of their nature. There are people, now, who have believed in God for years, who have heard many sermons, and know what believing in God is all about. But they still do not practice the truth, and have not changed one bit—why is this? It’s because they do not love the truth. Even if they do understand a little of the truth, they are still not able to practice it. For such people, no matter how many years they believe in God, it will be for naught.

717  Only Honest People Can Be Saved

I

Being honest has a direct bearing on whether or not a person can submit to God and whether or not they can attain salvation. No matter what your disposition or character is, as long as you can be an honest person as God requires, you can be saved. If you are capable of lies and trickery, you are a deceitful, crooked, and insidious person; you’re not an honest person. II

When people are able to practice this regularly, they are able to truly change, and thus they are able to attain salvation.

733  The Created Beings Should Submit to the Creator

I

There is a fundamental principle of the Creator’s treatment of created beings, which is also the highest principle. How the Creator treats created beings is completely based on His management plan and on the needs of His work; He does not need to consult any person, nor does He need to obtain any person’s approval. He does whatever He ought to do and treats people however He ought to treat them, and, no matter what He does or how He treats people, it all accords with the truth principles, and the principles by which the Creator acts. As a created being, the only thing to do is to submit to the Creator; one should not make any choice of one’s own. This is the reason that created beings ought to possess.

II

The Creator will always be the Creator; He has the power to and is qualified to orchestrate and hold sovereignty over any created being as He pleases, and does not need a reason to do so. This is His authority. Created beings do not have the right and are not qualified to pass judgment on whether anything the Creator does is right or wrong, or how He should act. No created being is entitled to choose whether to accept the sovereignty and arrangements of the Creator; and no created being is entitled to make demands of how the Creator holds sovereignty over and arranges their fate. This is the highest truth.

III

No matter what the Creator has done to His created beings, and no matter how He has done it, the only things that created humans should do are: seek, submit, come to know, and accept everything done by the Creator. The final result will be that the Creator will have accomplished His management plan and completed His work, and that His management plan will have progressed without any obstructions; meanwhile, because the created beings have accepted and submitted to the Creator’s sovereignty and arrangements, they will have gained the truth, understood the Creator’s intentions, and come to know His disposition.

I

To the contrary, in the eyes of the Creator, you’re the same as all other created beings; God can use you as He wishes, and can also orchestrate you as He wishes, and He can arrange as He wishes for you to play any role among all sorts of people, events, and things. This is the knowledge people should have, and the reason that they should possess. If one can understand and accept these words, their relationship with God will grow more normal, and they will orient their station properly, assume their place there, and uphold their duty.

743  You Should Bear Testimony for God in Suffering

I

Most people have no notions when everything is well, but when they get sick or encounter adversity, notions naturally arise. God’s goodwill is behind Him causing people to encounter such things. God intentionally causes people to encounter such things so that they may seek the truth and gain the truth, and so that they’ll live in reliance on the truth. However, people don’t seek the truth, instead always taking God’s measure using their own notions and imaginings—this is their problem. No one goes their whole life without suffering. For some people, it has to do with family, for some, with work, for some, with marriage, and for some, with physical illness. Everyone must suffer.

II

Suffering causes every person to experience the myriad sensations of physical life, whether these sensations be positive, negative, active or passive; suffering gives you different feelings and appreciations, which, for you, are all your experiences in life. This is in order to make people more experienced. If you can seek the truth and understand God’s intention from this, then you will draw ever closer to the standard God requires of you. Another aspect is that it’s the responsibility that God gives to man. This is the suffering you should undergo. If you can take on this suffering and bear it, then this is testimony, and not something shameful.

III

As a normal person, if you are able to endure all kinds of suffering, and are still able to perform your duty normally, are able to complete the commissions that God gives you, this is testimony to your submission to God, this is testimony to you loyally performing your duty, and it is testimony which shames and triumphs over Satan. And so, any suffering should be accepted and submitted to by every created being and every one of God’s chosen people. This is how you must understand it, and you must learn this lesson and achieve true submission to God. This is in line with the intention of God, and it is the wish of God.

IV

This is what God arranges for every created being. God’s putting you in these situations and conditions is equivalent to giving you a responsibility, obligation, and commission, and so you should accept them. As long as it comes from God, as long as God makes such a demand of you and has this intention for you, then it is the truth. If you accept these words as the truth, then you’ll be able to solve your corrupt disposition, your notions and your rebelliousness, so that when you encounter difficulties again you won’t go against God’s desires or rebel against God, and you’ll be able to practice the truth and submit to God. In this way, you’ll be able to bear testimony which brings shame upon Satan, and you’ll be able to gain the truth and attain salvation.

744  Man’s Destiny Is Ruled and Arranged by God

I

Within people’s notions, people think that so long as their aspirations are good, positive and proactive, the Creator should grant them, and that they should not be deprived of the right to strive toward a beautiful life. This is a notion. Regardless of who you are, and regardless of what you have planned, how perfect and honorable your imaginings are, or to what extent they match the reality of your life, God does not look at any of these things, nor does He pay attention to them; rather, things are accomplished, orchestrated, and arranged according to God’s ordained methods and laws. This is God’s righteous disposition.

II

The life the Creator arranges for the majority of people is one of hardship, with too many difficulties and too much pain. What is the Creator’s purpose in arranging hardships for people during their whole life? What’s the significance of this? In one sense, such arrangements are meant to allow people to experience and know God’s sovereignty, arrangements, and authority; in another sense, His primary purpose is to let people experience what life really is, and thereby to realize that man’s destiny is controlled in God’s hand, and is neither decided by any person nor changed in the wake of changes in people’s subjective will.

III

Whatever the Creator does and whatever sort of life or fate He has arranged for people, He makes them reflect on life and on what man’s destiny really is, and, as they reflect on all these things, He makes them come before God. When God expresses the truth and tells people what all this is, He has people accept and experience what He says. He lets people verify the practicality, accuracy, and validity of these truths, after which they gain them and acknowledge that man is controlled in the hand of the Creator, and that man’s destiny is ruled and arranged by God.

IV

Once people have understood all this, they will no longer have any impractical plans for their life, and they will not have plans that go against the wishes of the Creator nor what He has ordained and arranged; rather, they will have an increasingly accurate assessment and understanding, or a comprehension and plan, of how their life should be lived and the road they should take. This is the purpose and significance of the many hardships that the Creator arranges in people’s lives.

746  God Values Man’s True Repentance

I

Without real repentance, it would be hard to continue forward, whether in your performance of duty or in your pursuit of salvation. At every stage—whether when God is disciplining or chastening you, or when He is reminding and exhorting you—as long as a conflict has occurred between you and God, yet you do not make a turnaround, and continue to cling to your own ideas, to cling to your own viewpoints, and attitudes, then even though your steps are headed forward, the conflict between you and God, your misunderstandings of Him, your complaints and rebelliousness against Him are not rectified, and your heart does not turn around. Then God, for His part, will eliminate you.

II

Although you have not let go of the duty at hand, and you still keep to your duty and have a bit of loyalty for what God has commissioned, and people see this as acceptable, the dispute between you and God has formed a permanent knot. You have not used the truth to resolve it and gain a true understanding of God’s intentions. As a result, your misunderstanding of God deepens, and you always think that God is in the wrong and you’re being treated unjustly. This means you have not made a turnaround. Your rebelliousness, your notions, and your misunderstanding of God still persist, which leads you to have a mentality of non-submission, to be always rebellious and oppose God. This kind of person is someone who rebels against God, resists God, and stubbornly refuses to repent.

III

What kind of attitude should a created being adopt toward the Creator? An attitude that acknowledges that the Creator is right, no matter what He does. If you do not acknowledge this, that the Creator is the truth, the way, and the life will be but hollow words to you. If that is the case, you cannot attain salvation. You would be unqualified; God doesn’t save people like you. So long as your disposition does not change, so long as you do not come to know what in your actions does not accord with the truth and what cannot accord with God, then the knot that exists between you and God hasn’t yet been untied; the matter has not been resolved.

IV

You must make a turnaround and put aside your ideas and intentions. Once you have this intent, yours will be an attitude of submission. This refers to people making a turnaround in their attitude toward God, the Creator; it is a recognition and affirmation of the fact that the Creator is the truth, the way, and the life. If you can turn yourself around, this shows that you can put aside those things you think are right, or those things that corrupt mankind thinks collectively to be right; and, instead, you are acknowledging that God’s words are the truth and positive things. If you can have this attitude, it proves your recognition of the identity of the Creator and your recognition of His essence. This is how God views the issue, and He therefore considers man’s turnaround especially important.

751  Bearing Witness to God Is the Unshirkable Responsibility of Created Beings

I

God has a plan for every one of His followers. Each one of them has an environment, furnished for man by God, in which to perform their duty, and they have the grace and favor of God that is man’s to enjoy. They also have special circumstances, which God lays out for man, and there is much suffering they must undergo—it’s nothing like the smooth sailing that man imagines. Beyond this, if you acknowledge that you’re a created being, you must prepare yourself to suffer and pay a price for the sake of fulfilling your responsibility to spread the gospel and for the sake of doing your duty properly. The price might be suffering some physical ailment or hardship, or suffering the great red dragon’s persecutions or the misunderstandings of worldly people, and the tribulations in spreading the gospel, such as being sold out, being beaten and scolded, being condemned—even being mobbed and put in mortal danger. It is possible, in the course of spreading the gospel, that you will die before the work of God is completed, and that you will not live to see the day of God’s glory. You must be prepared for this.

II

Among the disciples of the Lord Jesus, there were those who were stoned, dragged behind a horse, crucified upside down, dismembered by five horses—every sort of death befell them. Because they spread the Lord’s gospel, they were rejected by the people of the world and they were condemned, beaten, scolded, and put to death—that is how they were martyred. This was how their bodies died and passed away; this was their means of departure from the human world, yet that does not mean their outcome was thus determined. No matter what the means of their death and departure was or how it happened, it was not how God defined the final outcomes of those lives, of those created beings. This is something you must see clearly. On the contrary, they used precisely those means to condemn this world and to testify to the deeds of God.

III

These created beings used their most precious lives—they used the last moment of their lives to testify to God’s deeds, to testify to God’s great power, and to declare to Satan and the world that the deeds of God are right, that the Lord Jesus is God, that He is the Lord, and God’s incarnate flesh. They never denied the name of the Lord Jesus, even down to the final moment of their lives. Was this not a form of judgment upon this world? They used their lives to proclaim to the world, to confirm to human beings that the Lord Jesus is the Lord, that the Lord Jesus is Christ, that He is the incarnate flesh of God, that the work of redemption He did for all humanity allows humanity to live on—this fact is forever unchanging.

IV

To every living person, life is the thing most worthy of being treasured, the most precious thing and these people were able to offer their most precious possession—life—as confirmation of and testimony to God’s love for mankind. Until the day they died, they didn’t deny God’s name, nor did they deny the work of God, and they used their last moments of life to testify to the existence of this fact—is this not the highest form of testimony? This is the best way of doing one’s duty; this is what it is to fulfill one’s responsibility. When Satan threatened and terrorized them, and, in the end, even when it made them pay the price of their lives, they didn’t abandon their responsibility. This is what it’s to fulfill one’s duty to the utmost extent.

II

You will not give up on your responsibility and your obligation, nor will you deviate from your original intention to preach the gospel and testify to God because of these things, and you’ll never give up on this responsibility, for this is your duty. The duty is the value and primary obligation of human life. Propagating the good news of God’s work in the last days and propagating the gospel of the work of God is the value of human life.

I

God does not loathe people’s poor caliber, He does not loathe their foolishness, and He does not loathe that they have corrupt dispositions. What God most loathes in people is when they’re averse to the truth. If you are averse to the truth, if you don’t love the truth, if your attitude toward the truth is uncaring, contemptuous, and arrogant, or even repulsed, resistant, and rejective—if this is how you behave—then God is utterly disgusted with you. If you really do love the truth in your heart, and it’s just that you’re of somewhat low caliber and lacking in insight, a bit foolish, and you often make mistakes, but you don’t intend to do evil; if you long at heart for the truth; if the attitude you take in your treatment of the truth and God’s words is one of sincerity and longing, and you can treasure and cherish God’s words—this is enough. God likes such people.

II

God loves your heart, which longs for the truth, and He loves your sincere attitude toward the truth. So, God has mercy on you and is always granting grace to you. He does not consider your poor caliber or your foolishness, nor does He consider your transgressions. II

The first characteristic of change in life disposition is being able to submit to things that are right and conform to the truth. No matter who offers an opinion, whether they are old or young, whether you are able to get along with them or not, whether you know them or not, whether you’re familiar with them or not, whether your relationship with them is good or bad, so long as what they say is right, conforms to the truth, and is beneficial to the work of God’s house, you’ll be able to listen to, adopt, and accept it, without being influenced by any other factors. The second characteristic is being able to seek the truth when something happens; it’s not only about being able to accept the truth, it’s also about practicing the truth, and not handling matters based on your own will. No matter what happens to you, you’ll be able to seek when you can’t see things clearly, and look at how to handle the issue, and how to practice in a way that conforms to the truth principles and satisfies God’s requirements.

II

The third characteristic of dispositional change is considering God’s intentions no matter what issue you face, rebelling against the flesh to achieve submission to God. You’ll consider God’s intentions no matter what duty you’re performing, and you’ll perform your duty according to God’s requirements. Whatever requirements God has for this duty, you will act according to those requirements while performing it, and act in order to satisfy God. You must grasp this principle, and perform your duty responsibly and loyally. That is what it means to consider God’s intentions. If you do not know how to consider God’s intentions or satisfy God in a certain matter, then you must seek. If you have practical experience and paths of practice in these three areas, then you’ll be handling matters with principles.

II

After understanding the truth, when faced with difficulties, you know how to resolve them, and know exactly how to proceed. Why is it said that God’s word is the life and path of human beings? It is because God’s word can be people’s life, and only His word, only the truth, can lead people onto the right path in life.

III

God’s word is straightforward and easy to understand. It’s given in order to allow people to easily understand and accept the truth. When people are able to acknowledge and accept the truth, they unconsciously find themselves on the right path in life. Some of God’s words may seem simple or easily understandable, but they are all instructions on how to live, how to handle various situations, and how to resolve difficulties. This is the truth. It can become your path, providing you with wisdom, principles, and a path of practice when faced with situations. If you have a path in various matters, if you can act with principle, it means you understand the truth.

I

II

What you must do in order to accept from God is to begin by not analyzing right and wrong, not making excuses for yourself, not finding fault with others, and not parsing through the objective causes of what happened. Begin with submission. Submit even if you have notions or if things are not clear to you. Do not start off with excuses or rebelliousness. And after submitting, pray to God and seek from Him. Having prayed, you will feel peace at heart, and you will naturally let go of your excuses. This paves the way for you to seek and practice the truth, and what remains is to practice the truth when you have understood it.

870  Having an Honest Heart Is the Most Precious Thing in Your Belief in God

I

In your belief in God, at the very least, you must have an honest heart and allow God to see that you are sincere—only then can you attain God’s enlightenment, illumination, and guidance. The crucial thing is that you accept God’s scrutiny. If you hide things from God—that is, the intentions, objectives, plans, and life goals that you harbor deep within your heart—and if you hide your views on many things and beliefs about faith in God, and do not seek the truth to resolve them, it shows that you do not love the truth, and that it’s hard for you to accept and gain the truth.

II

You can hide things from other people, but you cannot hide them from God. If you do not trust God, then why do you believe in Him? No matter how many people your heart is closed off to, do not close your heart to God—you must open your heart to Him. That’s the sincerity that those who believe in Him should have. If you have a heart that is open to God and not closed off to Him, and can accept His scrutiny, how will He view you? Even though you may not open up to others, if you can open up to God, He will see you as an honest person with an honest heart.

III

Only if you have an honest heart can you accept God’s scrutiny; it is precious in His eyes, and He surely has work to do in you. If you’ve done something deceitful toward God, He will discipline you. Then you must accept His discipline, quickly repent and confess before Him, and acknowledge your mistakes; you must acknowledge your rebelliousness and corruption, accept God’s chastisement and judgment, know your corrupt dispositions, practice according to His words, and genuinely repent. This is evidence of your sincere belief in God, and your genuine faith in Him.

872  What Dispositional Change Is

I

What man thinks of as dispositional change is only a change in behavior, and that is a different thing and a different path from the dispositional change that God speaks of. Can what man thinks of as dispositional change ensure that people will not rebel against, resist, or betray God? Can it make them ultimately stand firm in their witness and satisfy God’s intentions? The dispositional change that God speaks of means that through practicing the truth, through experiencing His judgment and chastisement, and by being pruned, tried, and refined by Him, people achieve an understanding of God’s intentions and the truth principles, and then live according to the truth principles, coming to possess submission and a God-fearing heart, without any misunderstandings of God, and possessing true knowledge and true worship of God.

II

What God speaks of is a change in a person’s disposition, but the dispositional change that man speaks of refers to improved behavior, to appearing well-behaved and calm, and to not being arrogant; and it refers to speaking in a refined and disciplined way, and possessing conscience, reason, and moral standards in one’s speech and behavior. The change of disposition that man speaks of is a change in outward behavior, a change that conforms to human notions and imaginings. The change of disposition that God requires is casting off one’s corrupt disposition, it’s a change in life disposition brought about by understanding the truth, a change in one’s perspective on things, a change in one’s life outlook and values.

III

No matter whether you are dealing with people or things, your motives, the principles of your actions, and your standard of measurement must all be in accordance with the truth, and you must seek the truth principles; this is the only way to achieve a change of disposition. If you always measure yourself by behavioral standards, if you always focus on changes in your outward behavior, and you think you’re living out human likeness and have God’s approval just because you possess a little good behavior, that is completely wrong. Because you have corrupt dispositions, and can oppose God, and are at risk of betraying God, if you don’t seek the truth to solve your corrupt disposition, no matter how good your outward behavior may be, you’ll not be able to achieve true submission to God, and you will not be able to fear God and shun evil.

I

If everything you think about during your available hours each day has to do with how to resolve your corrupt disposition, how to practice the truth, and how to understand the truth principles, then you’ll learn to use the truth to resolve your problems according to God’s words. You will thus gain the ability to live independently, you’ll have life entry, and gradually, you’ll enter into the truth reality. If, in your heart, you are still fixated on prestige and status, still preoccupied with showing off and making others look up to you, then you are not someone who pursues the truth, and you are walking down the wrong path.

II

What you pursue is not the truth, nor is it the life, but the things that you love, it is fame, gain, and status—in which case, nothing you do relates to the truth, it is all evildoing, and laboring. If, in your heart, you love the truth, and always strive for the truth, if you pursue dispositional change, are able to achieve true submission to God, and can fear God and shun evil, and if you are restrained in everything you do, and are able to accept God’s scrutiny, then your state will keep improving, and you will be someone who lives before God.

III

People who love the truth walk a different path from those who do not: People who don’t love the truth always focus on living by the philosophies of Satan, they’re satisfied merely with outward displays of good behavior, but in their hearts there are still ambitions and desires, and they still pursue fame, gain, and status, still wish to be blessed and to enter the kingdom—but because they do not pursue the truth, and their corrupt dispositions have not been cast off, they always live under Satan’s power. Those who love the truth seek it in all things, they reflect on themselves and try to know themselves, they focus on practicing the truth, they always have a heart of submission to God and fear of God in their hearts, and they pursue knowledge of God. These are people who always live before God.

874  Giving Up Everything for the Truth Is Worth It

I

God saves those who pursue the truth. If you don’t accept the truth, and if you’re incapable of reflecting upon and knowing your own corrupt disposition, then you will not truly repent, and you will have no life entry. Accepting the truth and knowing yourself is the path to growth in life and to attaining salvation, it is the chance for you to come before God to accept His scrutiny, judgment, and chastisement, and to gain the truth and life. If you give up on pursuing the truth for the sake of pursuing fame and status and your own interests, this is tantamount to giving up on the opportunity to accept God’s judgment and chastisement, and to attain salvation.

II

You are choosing fame, gain, and status and your own interests, but what you are giving up is the truth, and what you are losing is the life, and the chance to be saved. Is this not foolish? Fame, gain, status, money, and interests are all temporary, they are all ephemeral, whereas the truth and life are eternal and immutable. The truths that people gain are eternal; Satan cannot take these truths away from people, nor can anyone else. You relinquish your interests but what you gain are the truth and salvation; these results are yours, and you gain them for yourself.

III

If people choose to practice the truth, then even though they have lost their interests, they are gaining God’s salvation and eternal life. Those people are the smartest ones. If people give up the truth for the sake of their interests, then they lose the life and God’s salvation; those people are the most foolish ones. What a person chooses—their interests or the truth—is incredibly revealing. Those who love the truth will choose the truth; they will choose to submit to God and to follow Him. They would rather abandon their own interests to pursue the truth. No matter how much they have to suffer, they are determined to stand firm in their testimony to satisfy God. This is the fundamental path for practicing the truth and entering the truth reality.

I

Corrupt dispositions are deeply rooted in all people. People’s views on things, notions, imaginings, and degree of rebelliousness don’t differ greatly. All people live under Satan’s power, and all of them live by satanic dispositions. What’s equal is that God gives each person the same opportunity, God has the same attitude toward everyone, and God’s provision of the truth and the life is the same for everyone, so God’s standards and requirements for each person are also the same. II

God will give help and grace to them, and God will lead each and every person with enormous patience, kindness, mercy, and forgiveness. So, you should not doubt people’s attitudes and desire to pursue the truth and to yearn for justice and light, and you should also not doubt that God’s essence is that of saving mankind and of mercy and forgiveness toward mankind. Don’t give up pursuing the truth at any time, and do not write yourself off as a lost cause, or be negative.

III

When you fall into negativity, you have to think to yourself: God has expressed so many truths to supply even more people in understanding the truth, and in solving their own real problems. Then why do you want to give up? Why do complaints arise in your heart? Why do you doubt God’s sincerity in saving you? People can be foolish, small in stature, and weak, but they cannot lose faith when it comes to salvation. As long as you truly pursue the truth, and pursue love for God and a change of disposition as Peter did, you will win God’s approval; that is certain.

I

The more you can discover your corruption and understand it accurately, and the more you can recognize your own essence, then the more you can be saved and the closer you’ll be to receiving salvation. I

No matter what duty you are performing, you must seek the truth principles,

I

God is the Creator; He has His principles and His dispositions in how He treats created beings; it’s useless for people to have demands. They should instead learn how to understand God and submit to Him, this is the reason people ought to possess. People do not know who they are, and they always think they are someone significant, whom God should respect and raise up, or treasure and cherish. If people always have such misconceptions, such distorted and unreasonable demands, it’s very dangerous. At the very least, they will be loathed and hated by God, and if they do not repent they’re at risk of being eliminated.

II

You must recognize your own identity. No matter what sort of gifts or strengths you have, nor how much skill or ability you have, nor even how much merit you’ve earned in God’s house, nor how much you’ve rushed about, nor how much capital you’ve accrued, these things are as nothing to God. You have to deny those things you think are right and to which you cling. In doing so, there will no longer be a distance between you and God, and you will stand properly in your station, and you will be able to submit and recognize all God does is right, able to deny yourself and let go of yourself. You’ll no longer treat the merit you’ve earned as a sort of capital, nor will you try any longer to set conditions with God, or make demands of Him, or ask Him for reward. At this time, you will no longer have difficulties.

III

People cannot measure their own capabilities. They rate themselves too highly and estimate their position in God’s eyes too highly, and they see what they consider to be a person’s worth and capital as the truth, as the standards by which God measures if they’ll be saved. This is wrong. You must know what kind of place you have in God’s heart, how God views you, and the appropriate position for you to adopt when you approach God. You ought to know this principle; in this way, your views will be aligned with the truth and compatible with those of God. You must possess this reason; regardless of how He treats you, you must submit. Then there will no longer be any contradictions between you and God. And when God again treats you in His manner, you will be able to submit.

III

Everyone has their function. Don’t think that you can do everything well, or that you are more perfect or better than others, always desiring to replace others and put yourself on display. This is a corrupt disposition. There are those who think that they cannot do anything well, and that they have no skills at all. If that is the case, you should just be a person who listens and submits in a down-to-earth manner. Do what you can and do it well, with all your strength. That is enough. God will be satisfied.

IV

You’re always trying to keep others down, always trying to get ahead of them, always jockeying, always trying to take from people. You are highly envious, you don’t yield to anyone, and you’re always trying to distinguish yourself from the crowd. If that’s the case, this spells trouble; this is how Satan acts. If you truly wish to be an acceptable created being, then do not pursue your own dreams. Trying to be superior and more capable than you are in order to achieve your aims is bad. You should learn to submit to God’s orchestrations and arrangements, and you should stand fast in the place that a human being should occupy; only this is a demonstration of reason.

You cannot say that the truth is incorrect if one person can’t put it into practice no matter how hard they try. If ten thousand people cannot put it into practice, the truth is still correct. Even if no one can put it into practice, the truth is still correct. The truth never changes. Only the truth can enable humankind to live normally, to live before God, and to receive His approval and blessing. This is the truth and this is the result that can be achieved by accepting the truth.

I

The purpose of people understanding and practicing the truth is for them to live out the truth, to live out human likeness, and to turn the truths they understand and can practice into their own life. Whether they had faith or not, they lived by satanic dispositions, not by the words of God or the truth. Living by God’s words is the likeness a created being should have. In the eyes of God, such people are true created beings.

II

Faith in God is actually the process of attaining God’s salvation, as well as the process of changing from a human being corrupted by Satan to what is in God’s eyes a true created being. If someone continues to live by their satanic disposition and nature, in the eyes of God, are they up to standard as a created being? You claim to believe in God, you acknowledge God, you acknowledge God’s sovereignty and acknowledge that God gives you everything, but do you live out God’s words? Do you live in accordance with God’s requirements? Do you follow the way of God? Can a created being like you come before God? Can you live together with God? Do you have a God-fearing heart?

III

Are what you live out and the path you walk compatible with God? If not, then what is the meaning of your faith in God? Your faith in God is in form and word alone. You believe in and acknowledge the name of God, and you acknowledge that God is your Creator and Sovereign, but in essence you have not accepted God’s sovereignty or God’s orchestrations, and you cannot be wholly compatible with God. That is, the meaning of your faith in God has not been fully realized. Although you believe in God, you have not cast off your corruption and attained salvation, and you have not entered into the truth reality that you should have entered into in your faith in God. This is truly your mistake. Looking at it this way, faith in God is not a simple thing.

I

Everything that God does involves His almighty side, and it also involves His practical side. God’s almightiness is His essence, and His practicality is also His essence; these two aspects are inseparable. II

III

God holds sovereignty over all things, maneuvers Satan to render service for Him, arranges environments to try and refine people, and purify and transform their dispositions— all of these are manifestations of God’s almighty side. The essence of God is both almighty and practical, and these two aspects complement each other. Everything God does is an expression of His own disposition and a revelation of what He is. What He is includes His almightiness, His righteousness, and His majesty.

I

You claim that you have seen God, yet you do not understand His joy, anger, sorrow, and happiness and you do not understand His disposition. You also understand neither His righteousness nor His mercifulness, nor do you know what He likes or what He hates. This is not knowledge of God. When you have knowledge and understanding of God, when you have some understanding and grasp of God’s intentions, when you are aware of God’s thoughtful consideration in saving man, that is when you truly believe in God, truly submit to God, truly love God, and truly worship God.

II

While God incarnate is at work, the more understanding people have of His disposition and of what He has and is, the more they will treasure these things and the more they will fear Him. Generally, the less understanding of God people have, the more careless they are, and so they treat God as human. If people really knew and saw God, they would tremble in horror and bow down on the ground. If they do not know His disposition, then how can they fear God? If people neither know Christ’s essence nor understand God’s disposition, they will be even less able to truly worship the practical God.

III

If people see only the ordinary and normal outward appearance of Christ, yet do not know His essence, then it’s easy for them to treat Christ as just an ordinary man. They may adopt an irreverent attitude toward Him and can cheat Him, resist Him, rebel against Him, and cast judgment on Him. They can be self-righteous and not take His words seriously; they can even give rise to notions, condemnations, and blasphemy against God. To resolve these issues, one must know Christ’s essence and divinity. This is the main aspect of knowing God; it is what everyone who believes in the practical God must enter and achieve.

I

To perform your duty well to satisfy God, and achieve fear of God and shunning of evil, I will tell a principle of practice to you: If you have an attitude of seeking and submission when something happens to you, then this will protect you. The ultimate goal isn’t for you to be protected. It’s to make you understand the truth, and be able to enter into the reality, and attain salvation—this is the ultimate goal. II

If you do not have an attitude of seeking and submission in everything that happens to you, then you will not be able to understand the truth, nor will you be able to enter into the truth reality. 925  Understand Yourself According to God’s Words

I

People understand their own nature very superficially, and there’s a huge discrepancy between this and God’s words that judge and expose them. This is not a mistake in what God exposes, but rather that humans lack an adequately profound understanding of their own nature. People do not have a fundamental or essential understanding of themselves; instead, they focus on and devote their energy to coming to know their actions and outward revelations. Even if some people are occasionally able to say a bit about their self-knowledge, it won’t be very profound. No one has ever thought they are a certain type of person or that they have a certain type of nature because they did a certain type of thing or revealed a certain thing. God has exposed the nature and essence of man, but what people understand is that their ways of doing things and of speaking are flawed and defective; thus, it’s a relatively strenuous task for them to practice the truth.

II

People think their mistakes are merely momentary manifestations that are revealed carelessly, rather than revelations of their nature. When people think in this way, it’s very hard for them to truly know themselves, and very difficult for them to understand and practice the truth. Because they do not know the truth and do not thirst after it, when putting the truth into practice, they merely follow regulations in a perfunctory way. People don’t view their own nature as being very bad, and believe they’re not bad to the extent that they should be destroyed or punished. Yet according to God’s standards, people are too deeply corrupted, they are still far from the standards for salvation, because they merely possess some approaches that do not outwardly appear to violate the truth, and in fact, they don’t practice the truth and are not submissive to God.
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928  The Manifestations of Those Whose Disposition Is Changed

I

People who have experienced a change in their dispositions have understood the truth, they’re discerning on all issues, they know how to act in accordance with God’s intentions, how to act in accordance with the truth principle, and how to act to satisfy God, and they understand the nature of the corruption they reveal. When their own ideas and notions are revealed, they can be discerning and rebel against the flesh. This is how a change in disposition is manifested. The main manifestation of people who have undergone a change in disposition is that they’ve come to clearly understand the truth, and when carrying things out, they put the truth into practice with relative accuracy and they don’t reveal corruption as often.

II

Those whose dispositions have transformed appear to be particularly reasonable and discerning, and due to their understanding of the truth, they don’t reveal as much self-righteousness or arrogance. They can see through and discern much of the corruption that has been revealed in them, so they don’t give rise to arrogance. They are able to have a measured grasp on what place they should take and what things they should do that are reasonable, on how to be dutiful, on what to say and what not to say, and on what to say and what to do to which people. Thus, people whose dispositions have changed are relatively reasonable, and only such people truly live out a human likeness.

I

In their belief in God, what people seek

is to obtain blessings for the future;

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932  Those Who Love the Truth Will Gain the Truth

I

God’s salvation of mankind is a salvation of those who love the truth, a salvation of the part of them with will and resolve, and the part of them that yearns for truth and justice in their hearts. A person’s resolve is the part of them in their heart that yearns for justice, goodness, and truth, and is possessed of conscience. God saves this part of people, and through it, He changes their corrupt disposition, so that they may understand and gain the truth, so that their corruption may be cleansed, and their life disposition may be transformed.

II

If, within you, there is no love for the truth or aspiration for justice and light; if, whenever you encounter evil things, you have neither the will to cast them off nor the resolve to suffer hardship; if, moreover, your conscience is numb; if your faculty for receiving truth is also benumbed, and you are not perceptive of the truth or of events that arise; and if you are undiscerning in all matters, and in the face of whatever befalls you, you cannot seek the truth to resolve problems, then there is no way for you to be saved. Only those who can seek the truth to solve problems are people with stature, and only they can stand firm in testimony.

III

When you encounter problems and difficulties, you must face them with a cool head, and react to them in the right way, and you must make a choice. You should learn to use the truth to solve problems. Why is it said that Peter is a fruit? Because there are things of worth in him, and there are things worth perfecting. He sought the truth in all things, had resolve, and was firm of will; he had reason and was willing to suffer hardship; he loved the truth in his heart, did not let go of what came to pass, and was able to learn lessons from all things. These are all strong points.
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933  All Hinges on God’s Ordinations

I

All hinges on God’s ordinations. Having this understanding is true faith in God. If God allows you to live, you won’t die no matter how sick you get. If God does not allow you to live, then even if you are not sick, you will still die if that is what must be. The span of your life is predetermined by God. To know this is true knowledge and true faith. That God makes people fall sick is not random; it’s a way to refine their faith. It’s suffering that people must endure. If He makes you fall sick, do not try to escape it; if He does not, then do not request it. All is in the Creator’s hands, and people must learn to let nature take its course.

II

Nothing in nature is random; it all comes from God. This is true. Among sufferers of the same disease, some die and others live; all of this was predetermined by God. If you can live, it proves that you have not yet completed the mission God gave you. You should work hard at completing it, and cherish this time; do not waste it. If you are sick, don’t try to escape it, and, if you are not sick, do not request it. In any matter, you cannot get what you want merely by requesting it, nor can you escape anything just because you want to. No one can change that which God has decided to do.
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934  Man’s Lifespan Has Been Predetermined by God

I

Some people often fall ill,

but no matter how much they pray to God, they still don’t get better.

No matter how much they want to rid themselves of their illness, they cannot.

Sometimes, they may even face life-threatening conditions

and are forced to confront them head-on.

I

The fact is that the view of people on belief in God shouldn’t be just believing that there is a God, and that He is the truth, the way, and the life. It’s also not just about acknowledging God, and believing that He’s the Sovereign of all things, that He is almighty, that He created the world and all things, that He’s unique, and that He’s supreme. It is not just about believing these facts, and that’s it.

II

God’s intention is that your whole being and heart should be given to Him and submit to Him. That is, you should follow God, be used by Him, and be willing even to render service for Him—it’s only proper for you to do anything for God. It is not the case that only those predestined and chosen by God should believe in Him. The fact is that all mankind should worship God, heed Him and submit to Him, because mankind was made by God.
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938  The Truth Is Eternal Maxims of Life

I

Obtaining the truth and entering into the truth reality depend on seeking the truth and practicing the truth. So, what must be done to understand the truth? Understanding and gaining the truth is mainly done through practicing and experiencing God’s words, experiencing His work, through seeking the truth, and through the enlightenment of the Holy Spirit. The reality of the truth is realized through people practicing and undergoing the truth; it’s something that comes from experience, something man lives out. The truth is not an empty theory, nor a simple, pleasant phrase. II

You’re undoubtedly living by Satan’s philosophy, by those things of traditional culture. That is how the nonbelievers live their lives. To resolve this problem, one must seek and accept the truth.
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939  Believing in God Without Obtaining the Truth Is Futile

I

What is now of greatest concern is learning to seek the truth in everything, to reach an understanding of the truth, to practice the truth, and to be able to submit to God. That’s what it is to believe in God. To believe in the practical God is to obtain the truth and the life. The truth is not used to enrich people’s spiritual world, nor is it meant to give people a good education. II

What is it to obtain the truth? It is when the truth becomes your reality, when it has become your life. That’s what it is to obtain the truth—that’s what it means to believe in God! What does God express those truths for? So that people may accept the truth, such that corruption is made pure; so that people may obtain the truth, such that the truth becomes their life. So, the most important thing in believing in God is entering into the truth reality.

II

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955  What’s Most Important for Believing in God Is Entering the Truth Realities

I

The most important thing to focus on in one’s faith is entering truth realities. In order to do so, the most basic thing someone should have is a sincere heart. It means not being slippery when things befall you, not considering your own interests, not plotting and scheming with others, and not playing deceitful games with God. If you can cheat God and lack sincerity toward Him, then you are completely done for and God will not save you. I

1005  Submission to God Is the Reason a Created Being Should Possess

I

Whether a person receives blessings or suffers catastrophe is in God’s hands, God is sovereign over this and arranges this. It depends on whether that person can obey God’s words, accept the truth, and do their duty well according to God’s requirements—God will repay each person according to their deeds. If someone has this bit of sincerity, and they devote all the strength that they can muster to the duty they should do, then that is enough, and they will earn God’s approval and blessing. II

Nothing God does is wrong, and you must praise His righteousness. It’s because God is God and you are human; He is the Creator, you are a created being. You are not qualified to demand that God act in a certain way or that He treat you a certain way, whereas God is qualified to make demands of you. Blessings, grace, rewards, crowns—how all these things are given and to whom is up to God. These things belong to God, and God bestows them upon those whom He promises to bestow them upon. If God doesn’t promise to bestow them upon you, you should still submit to Him.

III

The identity, status, and essence of God can never be equated with the identity, status, and essence of man, nor will these things ever undergo any change—God will forever be God, and man will forever be man. If a person is able to understand this, they should submit to God’s sovereignty and arrangements—this is the most rational way to go about things, and besides this, there is no other path that can be chosen. If you don’t submit then you are rebellious, and if you are defiant and argue, then you are being outrageously rebellious, and you should be destroyed. 1007  Never Treat Christ as an Ordinary Person

I

Regardless of how normal and practical Christ is, His essence will never change. II

Christ’s identity and essence never change, His essence is the essence of God, and His identity is always that of God. The fact that He lives within the shell of a normal, practical flesh, does not mean that He is a member of corrupt mankind, nor does it mean that humans can manipulate or control Him, or that they can be equals with Him or vie with Him for power.

III

From the moment you regard Christ as human, your evil deeds will start to be exposed. As long as people see Christ as human, and think that He is normal and practical, that He is easy to trick, and that He is just like mankind, they are not afraid of God, and at this time their relationship with God changes. Their relationship is no longer that of a created human being and the Creator, it is no longer that of a follower and Christ, and it’s no longer that of an object of salvation and God, instead it becomes the relationship of Satan and the Sovereign of all things. People stand opposed to God, and become His enemies.

IV

When you view Christ as human, you also change your own identity before God, as well as your own value in His eyes; you completely destroy your prospects and your destiny with your self-indulgence, rebelliousness, wickedness, and arrogance. God will only acknowledge, guide, and bestow life and the chance to attain salvation upon you, on the basis that you are a created being, a follower of Christ, and a person who has accepted God’s salvation.

I

Good behaviors are not evil deeds, but they contravene the truth principles and have nothing to do with the truth. No matter how good these behaviors are, or how much they accord with man’s notions and imaginings, they have no relation to the truth.

II

No amount of good behaviors can attain the approval of God. They are merely a sort of behavior, and have nothing to do with people’s dispositional change, their submission to and acceptance of the truth, the fear of God and shunning of evil, or other practical elements that truly involve the truth. These behaviors stem only from people’s notions, their preferences, their volition, and their own self-motivated efforts. They are not manifestations of the repentance that come with gaining true self-knowledge by accepting the truth and the judgment and chastisement of the words of God, nor are they the behaviors or actions of practicing the truth that arise when people try to submit to God.

III

Good behaviors don’t in any way involve a change in a person’s disposition or what comes of undergoing the judgment and chastisement of God’s words, nor do they in any way involve the true repentance that arises from coming to understand one’s corrupt disposition. They certainly do not relate to man’s true submission to God and the truth; still less do they relate to having a heart of fear and love for God. Good behaviors have nothing at all to do with these things; they are merely something that comes from man and something that man regards as good.

IV

Many people see good behaviors as a sign that someone is practicing the truth. This is a grave mistake, an absurd view and understanding. These good behaviors are just a performance of religious ceremony, and going through the motions. They are not at all related to practicing the truth. God may not condemn them outright, but He does not approve of them at all; that is certain. These outward actions that accord with man’s notions and these good behaviors are not the practice of the truth, nor are they a manifestation of the pursuit of the truth.
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1035  God Loves Those Who Are Honest

I

God loves those who are truly honest, who pursue the truth, who can practice the truth and submit to Him, who can exalt Him and testify for Him, who can be considerate of His intentions and love Him sincerely. Only those who can truly expend of themselves for God and loyally perform their duties have the love of God; only those who can accept the truth, as well as being pruned, have the love of God. Those who don’t accept the truth, who don’t accept being pruned, are those whom God spurns. If you are averse to the truth and resist all of the words spoken by God, then God will be averse toward you and spurn you.

II

God does not look at whether you are guileless, nor does He care what sort of humanity or caliber you were born with—He looks at whether, having heard His words, you accept them or ignore them, whether you submit to them or resist them. This is the principle behind God’s actions and the way that He does things. III

Any and all created beings are punished not because the Creator hates people, but because they have violated the heavenly rules, regulations, laws, and commandments established by God, and this fact cannot be changed by anyone.

And supposing that, despite your forsaking and expending yourself, and the sacrifices you have made, and a lifetime of energy, all you get in return is God uttering curses at you, or depriving you. If, even then, you have no words of complaint, no desires or requirements of your own, but only seek to submit to God, and to put yourself at the mercy of His orchestrations, and you feel that being able to have even a little understanding of and a little submission to God’s sovereignty still makes your life worthwhile—if you have such a correct attitude, then it’s easy to resolve some of the difficulties.

II

As God sees it, this is such an important matter, and God places such weight on it.

III

As far as each person is concerned, no matter your caliber, or age, and no matter the number of years you’ve believed in God, you should put your efforts toward the path of pursuing the truth. You shouldn’t place emphasis on any objective excuses; you should pursue the truth unconditionally.  Do not muddle along. Suppose that you take the pursuit of the truth as a great matter in your life,  and strive and put your efforts toward it, and perhaps the truths you gain and are able to reach in your pursuit are not what you’d have wished for, but God says that He will give you a fitting destination in view of your attitude of pursuing the truth and your sincerity—how wonderful that will be!

IV

For now, don’t focus on what your destination or outcome will be, or what will happen and what the future holds, or whether you will be able to avoid disaster and not die—don’t think of these things or make requests regarding these things. Just focus on God’s words and requirements, and come to pursue the truth, do your duty well, satisfy God’s intentions, and avoid disappointing God’s six thousand years of waiting and anticipation. Give God some comfort; let Him see hope in you, and let His wishes be realized in you. Would God treat you unjustly if you did so?  And even if the end results aren’t as people would have wished, as created beings,  they should submit in all things to God’s orchestrations and His arrangements, without having any personal plans. It’s right to have this mindset.
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1075  The Pursuit of the Truth Is the Life Path People Should Choose

The pursuit of the truth is the path and goal in life that every follower of God, everyone who has heard His words, should choose. II

If you wish always to muddle through your days, ignoring the work God does in you, not caring in the least that He leads you, or that He gives you opportunities, and discipline, and enlightenment, and support, He will ignore you. God will work on you on the day when you pursue the truth. He doesn’t remember your transgressions. If you don’t pursue the truth, God won’t force you. 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1078  You Must Pursue the Truth in Order to Survive

I

The simplest practice of pursuing the truth is that you must accept all things from God and submit in all things. That’s one aspect. III

The relationship between Creator and created beings won’t change, your identity will not change, and God’s essence won’t change. 1094  Everyone Has the Same Opportunity to Be Saved

I

In the minds of people, the identity that they inherit from family is very important. It determines their standing and status among others. III

God doesn’t show partiality to anyone. He doesn’t look at your family background or your identity because in His eyes, you are the same as everyone else. You have been corrupted by Satan, you’re a member of the corrupted human race, and you are a created being before God, so you’re one of those whom God wants to save. What God wants to save is you as a person. He wants to change your corrupt disposition, not your identity. God wants to save you not because your status may be humble, and especially not because your status may be distinguished, but because of His plan and His management.

You must at the very least achieve this standard in order to see the hope of salvation in yourself.
